We live in a stressful world, and daily life can sometimes
make us feel tired, stressed, or depressed. Some people go
to the doctor for help, others try alternative therapies, but
the place to find a cure could be somewhere completely
different: in the kitchen.

r. Paul Clayton, afood expert from Middlesex University, says
D“The brain is affected by what you eat and drink, just like every
other part of your body. Certain types of food contain substances that
affect how you think and feel."

For example, food that is high in carbohydrates can make us feel more
relaxed. It also makes us feel happy. Research has shown that people on
diets often begin to feel a little depressed after two weeks because they
are eating fewer carbohydrates.

Onthe other hand, food that is rich in protein makes us feel awake and
focused. Research has shown that schoolchildren who eat a high-protein
breakfast often do better at school than children whose breakfast is
lower in protein. Also, eating the right kind of meal at lunchtime
can make a difference if you have an exam in the afternoon or a
business meeting where you need to make some quick decisions.
In an experiment for a TV show, two chess players, both former
champions, had different meals before playing each other. Paul
had a plate of prosciutto and salad (full of protein from the red
meat), and his opponent Terry had pasta with a creamy sauce (full
of carbohydrates). Inthe chess match Terry felt sleepy and took
much longer than Paul to make decisions aboutwhat movesto make.
The experiment was repeated several times with the same result.

Another powerful mood food could become a replacement
for some medications doctors prescribe for stress. In a
study, Swiss researchers discovered that eating one dark
chocolate candy bar (about 1.4 ounces) had beneficial
effects on highly stressed people. Not only did eating

the dark chocolate help reduce stress, it was also shown to
improve mood and reduce high blood pressure.

Why does chocolate make people less stressed? First, it

causes the body to reduce the level of the stress hormone

cortisol. Second, it reduces the “fight or flight” hormone—a hormone
that makes people want to start afight or run away when they are very
stressed. In addition, it contains other compounds that lower blood
pressure and improve your mood. These three things, along with its
delicious taste, make chocolate a powerful mood changer.

FROM THE STREETS
TO SUCCESS!

John DelJoria, an American billionaire businessman, owns several
companies, including John Paul Mitchell Systems, a successful
brand of hair products. However, DeJoria was not always wealthy.
He was the second son of immigrant parents and grew up in a
very poor area of Los Angeles, California. Before forming his hair
product company with only $700, he was a street gang member
for some of his youth, he then worked at low-paying jobs including
encyclopedia salesman, janitor, and insurance salesman, and he
was homeless twice. DeJoria's selfmade rise is an inspiring story.

As a child, you were fairly entrepreneurial, weren'’t you?

My first job, at 9 years old, was selling Christmas cards door-to-

door. At 10 years old, my brother and | had paper routes. We got
up at 4 o’clock a.m., folded the papers, and delivered them, and
then got ready for school.

As you got older, you continued to work. Is that right?

The job that was one of the most influential experiences you can
imagine was door-to-door selling encyclopedias. Doors literally
slam in your face— maybe 30, 40 doors before the first customer
will actually talk to you and let you in.

You've been homeless, haven't you?

Twice. Once, when | was about 22 years old. The other time was
when | started John Paul Mitchell Systems in 1980. | wasn't
getting along with my wife at the time. So | had left and had
given her all the money. We had a backer for John Paul Mitchell
Systems putting in a half-million dollars. That money was
supposed to arrive that day. | never got a penny. So | just slept
in my car. And | slept in my car for the first two weeks when |
started the company. So we started with humble beginnings.

Do memories of the streets motivate you?

It sure makes you very appreciative of what you have in your
life. Those who are homeless— like people with kids who are
homeless— | really have a heart for. So | participate in a lot of
charitable organizations that take the homeless off the streets.

What are the biggest problems you've faced in business?

The biggest problem is rejection. Any business you start, be
ready for it. The difference between successful people and
unsuccessful people is that the successful people do all the
things the unsuccessful people don't want to do. When 10 doors
are slammed in your face, go to door number 11, with a smile.

Helen Skelton hopes to become the first
woman to kayak down the Amazon River.

Helen Skelton is a 26-year-old TV host of Blue Peter, a
show for young people. She has never been afraid of a
challenge. Last year, she became the second woman to
complete the 78-mile Ultra Marathon in Namibia, running
the three consecutive marathons in 23 hours and 50
minutes. But when Blue Peter decided to do something to
raise money for the charity Sports Relief (which sponsors
projects around the world), Skelton said that she wanted
an even bigger challenge. So they suggested that she
kayak 1,998 miles down the Amazon from Nauta in Peru to
Almeirim in Brazil.

Once the boat passed
through Biscayne Bay and went under the Rickenbacker
Bridge, he entered open water. Rutledge increased the
boat’s speed to over 90 miles an hour and made up the time
he lost on the Miami River.

Icollege student Alex Rawlings was named the
most multilingual student.

The German and Russian student, who is only 20 years
old, can speak 11 languages fluently. In a video for a news
website, he demonstrated his skills by speaking in all of
them, changing quickly from one to another. Rawlings said
that winning the competition was “a bit of a shock." He
explained, “lsaw the competition advertised, and | heard
something about a free iPad. lnever imagined that it would
generate this amount of media attention.”

As a child, Rawlings' mother, who is half Greek, used to
speak to him in English, Greek, and French, and he often
visited his family in Greece.

He said that he has always been interested in languages.
“My dad worked in Japan for four years, and Iwas always
frustrated that lcouldn't speak to the kids because of the
language barrier.” After visiting Holland at the age of 14, he
decided to learn Dutch with CDs and books. “When lwent
back Icould talk to people. Itwas great.”

He taught himself many of the languages with “teach
yourself” books, but also by watching movies, listening to

music, and traveling to the countries themselves.

Of all the languages he speaks, Rawlings says that
Russian, which he has been learning for a year and a
half, is the hardest. He said, “There seem to be more
exceptions than rules!”" He added, “lespecially like
Greek because Ithink it's beautiful and, because of my
mother, | have a strong personal link to the country and

to the language.”

“Everyone should learn languages, especially if they

travel abroad. Ifyou make the effort to learn even the

most basic phrases wherever you go, it instantly shows

the person you're speaking to that you respect his or

her culture. Going around speaking English loudly and

getting frustrated with people is tactless and rude.”

The next language Rawlings hopes to learn is Arabic,
but “only once I've finished my degree and got some
more time on my hands. For now I need to concentrate on

my German and Russian, so lcan prepare for my finals."

"Usually, when there’s a disturbance like this, it's best to ignore
it,” he said.

The audience applauded as if Mahler himself, the orchestra’s
conductor from 1909 to 1911, had suddenly been resurrected
onstage. Mr. Gilbert neither smiled nor acknowledged the
cheers. Instead he turned to the orchestra, instructing the
players to resume, several bars back from the point at which
he had stopped the performance.

I try to save, but something
always seems to come along that I need to buy,
and [ end up broke. I can get by with very litcle
money for myself when I need to, but I don’c seem
to be good acholding on to it. Also, if my kids ask
to borrow some money, 1 always say yes.

2 Iwould say cthat'm a spender. [ spend money
on things like concerts or on trips because | like
having the experience and the memories. [ know
that 1 should spend my money on things that last,
or save for the future, but [ don’t want te miss all
those good things that are happening right now.

3 1consider myselfaspender. [ don't have much
money, but when I do have some there's always
something I need or want to spend it on. I love
computers and computer games, so I buy things
to make sure my computer is always up to date.

I know it's not very sensible, but it's important
tome.

4 That’s hard to say. I can save money if there's
something | really, really want, buc usually my
money disappears as soon as | getit. [ get some
money from my parents every week, so [ have
just enough money to go to the movies with my
friends and to buy something for myself, maybe
a book ora DV D or some makeup... Tusually end
up buying something. But, for example, if  want
to go on a trip with my friends, then I can make
an effort and save some moeney for a few weeks.

5 Sincelwaslittle, I've always saved about a
third of the money I get. [ would never think of
spending all the money I have.

But [ wouldn't describe myself as cheap. |
love buying presents for people, and whenIdo
spend my money I like to buy nice things, even if
they’re more expensive.

Interviewer ]ane, you're an elementary school
teacher, and a writer. What kind of books do
you write?

Jane Well, I write books for children who are
learning English as a foreign language.

Interviewer How long have youbeen a writer?

Jane Uh, let me see, since 1990, So for about 22 years.

Interviewer Tell us about che trip that changed
your life. Where were you going?

Jane Well, it was in the summer of 2008, and my
family — my husband andI and our three children,
decided to have a holiday of a lifetime, and ro go
to Africa. We went to Uganda and Rwanda, to
see the mountain gorillas. It was something we'd
always wanted to do. Anyway, about half way
through the trip, we were in Uganda, and we were
traveling in a lorry when che lorry broke down.
So the driver had to find a mechanic to come and
help fix it.

Interviewer Andthen what happened?

Jane Well, as soon as we stopped, lots of children
appeared and surrounded us. | could see some
long buildings quite near, so [ asked the children
what they were, and they said in English “That’s
our school.” And I was very curious to see what a
Ugandan school was like, so I asked them to show
it to me.

Interviewer What wasit like?

Jane Iwasshocked when! firstsaw it. The walls
were falling down, the blackboards were broken,
and there weren't many desks. But the children
were so friendly, and I asked them if they would
like to learn a song in English. They said yes, and
[ started teaching them some songs, like Heads,
Shoulders, Knees, and Toes a song I've used all over
the world to teach children parts of the body.
Almost immediately the classroom filled up with
children of all ages, and they all wanted to learn.

[ was just amazed by how quickly they learned
the song!

Interviewer Did youmeet the teachers?

Jane Yes,wedid, and the headmaster, too. He
explained that the school was called St. Josephs,
and it was a community school for orphans, very
poor children and refugees. I asked him what the
school needed. [ thought that he might say “we
need books, or paper,” and then later we could
send them to him. Buc actnally he said “What we
need is a new school.” And I thought yes, of course
he’s right. These children deserve to have better
conditions than this to learn in. So when 1 got
back home, my husband and [, and other people
who were with us on the trip decided to set up an
organization to get money to build a new school.
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Interviewer So Adelante Africa was born, Why
did you decide to call it that?

Jane Well, we wanted a name that gave the idea
of Africa moving forward, and my husband is
Spanish, and he suggested Adelante Africa,
because in Spanish Adalante means “go forward,”
and Adelante Africa sort of sounded better than
“Go Forward, Africa.”

Interviewer How long did it take to raise the
money for the new school?

Jane Amazingly enough, not long really, only about
two years. The school opened on the 14ch March
2010 with 75 children. Today, it has nearly SO0
children.

Interviewer That’s great! [ understand thacsingce
the new school opened you've been working on
other projects for these children.

Jane Yes. When we opened the school we realized
that although the children now had a beautifu!
new school, they couldn’t really make much
progress because they were suffering from
malnuarrition, malaria, things like that. So we've
been working to improve their diet and health,
and ac the moment we're huilding a house where
children who don’chave families can live.

Interviewer Andareyour childreninvolvedin
Adelante Africa too?

Jane Yes, absolutely! They allgo out to Uganda ar
least once a year. My daughter Tessie runs the
Facebook page, and my other daughter Ana runs
a project to help children to go to secondary
school, and Georgie, my son, organizes a football
tournament there every year,

Interviewer Andhow doyouthink you have most
changed the children’s lives?
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Jane Ithinkthe school has changed the children’s
lives because it has given them hope. People from
outside came and listened to them and cared about
them. But it’s not only the children whose lives
have changed. Adelante Africa has also changed
me and my family. We have been very lucky in life.
I feel that life has given me a lot. Now [ want to
give something back. Butit’s not all giving. I feel
that I get more from them than I give! [love being
there. I love their smiles and how they have sucha
strong sense of community, and [ove feeling that
my family and the other members of Adelante
Africa are accepted as part of that community.

Interviewer Anddo youhave a website?

Jane Yes, wedo. It's www.adelanteafrica.com.
We've had the website for about four years. [t was
one of the first things we set up. [fyou'd like to
find out more about Adelante Africa, please go
there and have a look. There are lots of photos
and even a video my son took of me teaching the
children to sing on thac first day. Maybe it will
change your life too, who knows?

I haven’t had any music for the last three days,
because my iPod broke, so paddling has been getting
more boring. To pass the time [ count or Iname
countries in my head, and sometimes I just look up
atthe sky. Sometimes the sky is pink with clouds
that look like cotton, and other times it's dark like
the smoke from a fire, and sometimesit's brighe
blue. The day that 1 reached the half way pointin my
trip, the sky was bright blue. I'm superstitious so ]
didn't celebrate - there’s still a very Jong way to go.

Phone call 5
This week the mosquitoes have been driving me
crazy. They obviously think I'm easy food! They
especially like my feet. [ wake up in the night when
they bite me, and I can’t stop scratching my feet.
But I'm feeling happier now thanI've been
feeling for weeks. I've seen a lot of amazing wildlife
this week. One day, I found myselfin che middle
of a group of dolphins. There were about six pairs
jumping out of the water. I've also seen enormous
butterflies, iguanas, and vulcures that fly above
me in big groups. Yesterday, a fish jumped into my
kayak. Maybe it means I'm going to be lucky. [am
starting to feel alictle sad thac this adventure is
comingtoan end.

And finally on the news, TV host Helen Skelton has
successfully completed her 1,998-mile trip down
the Amazon River in a kayak. She left from Nauta in
Perusix weeks ago on a trip that many people said
would be impossible. But yesterday, she crossed the
finish line at Almeirim in Brazil to become the first
woman to paddle down the Amazon. Here’s Helen:
“It’s been hard, but I've had an amazing time. The
only thing I've really missed is my dog Barney.

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Host Andontonight’s program we ralk to Tom
Dixon, who is an expert on road safety. Tom,
new technology like GPS devices has meant new
discractions for drivers, hasn’t it?

Tom That'sright, Nicky, but jtisn’t just technology
that’s the problem. Car drivers do alot of other
things while they’re driving that are dangerous
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and that can cause accidents. Remember, driver
distraction is the number one cause of road
accidents.

Host Now | know you've been doing a lot of tests
with simulators. According to your tests, what's
the most dangerous thing to do when you're
driving?

Tom The tests we did in a simulator showed that
the most dangerous thing to do while you’re
driving is to send or receive a text message. This is
incredibly dangerous, and it is, of course, illegal.
In fact, research done by the police shows that
this is more dangerous than drinking and driving.

Host Why isthat?

Tom Well, the reason is obvious — many people use
two hands to text, one to hold the phone and the
other to type. Which means that they don’c have
their hands on the wheel, and they’re looking
at the phone, not at the road. Even for people
who can text with one hand, it’s still extremely
dangerous. In the tests we did in the simulator,
two of the drivers crashed while texting.

Host And which is the next most dangerous?

Tom The next most dangerous thing is to set or
adjust your GPS. This is extremely hazardous too
because although you cando it with one hand, you
still have to take your eyes oft the road for a few
seconds.

Host And number three?

Tom Number three was putting on makeup or doing
your hair. In fact, this is something that people
often do, especially women, of course, when they
stop attraffic lights, butif chey haven'c finished
when the lights change, they often continue when
they start driving again. [t’s thac faral combination
of just having one hand on the steering wheel, and
looking in the mirror, not at the road.

Host And number four?

Tom [nfourth place, there are two activities thatare
equally dangerous. One of themis making a phone
call on a cell phone. Our research showed that
when people talk on the phone, they drive more
slowly (which can be just as dangerous as driving
fast), but their control of the car gets worse,
because they're concentrating on the phone call
and not on what's happening on the road. But the
other thing, which is just as dangerous as talking
onyour cell phone, is eating and drinking. [n fact,
ifyou do this, you double your chance of having
an accident because eating and drinking always
involves taking atleast one hand off the steering
wheel. And the thing that’s most worrying here
is that people don’t think of this as a dangerous
activity atall, and itisn'teven illegal.

Host Andin fifth, well actually sixth place. It must
be listening to music, but what kind?

Tom Well,it’s listening to music you know.

Host Oh, that’s interesting.

Tom We found in our tests that when drivers were
listening to music they knew and liked, they drove
either faster or slower depending on whether the
music was fast or slow.

Host So fast music made drivers drive faster.

Tom Exactly. And a study in Canada also found
that if the music was very loud, then drivers’
reaction time was 20% slower. [f you're listening
to very loud music you're twice as likely to go
through a red light.

Host Sothe safestof all of the things onthe list is
to listen to music we don’t know.

Tom Exactly. If we don’t know the music, then it
doesn’tdistract us. In this part of the tests all
drivers drove safely.
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Excuse me, is this seat empty?

Yes, sure sit down. Ah, he’s cute. Is he yours?
Yes, yes. Actnally, he's a she. Miranda.

Oh. Three months?

Three and a half. How about yours?

Stephen. He'’s four months. Did you have abad
night?

Yes, Miranda was crying all night. Youknow,
that noise gets to you. [t drives me crazy.

» W EE

Do you know what you need? These,

What are they? Earplugs?

Yes. Earplugs! When the baby starts crying you
just put these in. You can still hear the crying,
but the noise isn't so bad, and it’s not so stressful.
That’s a greatidea! Who told you to do that?

It’s allin this book I read. You should get it.
Yeah? What's it called?

It’s called Commando Dad. It was written by an
ex-soldier. Fle was a commando in the army,

and it’s especially for men with babies or small
children. It’s pretty good.

Really? So what’s so good about it?

Well, it'slike a military manual. It tells you exactly
what to do with a baby in any situation. It makes
everything easier. There’s a website, too, that you
can go to — commandodad.com. It has alot of
advice about taking care of babies and small kids,
and I really like the forums where men can write in
with their problem or their experiences.

What kind of things does it help you with?
Allkinds of things. How to change diapers-he
hasa really good system, how to dress the baby,
how to get the baby to sleep, the best way to feed
the baby, how to know if the baby is sick. It’s really
useful and it’s pretty funny, too,  mean he uses

a kind of military language, so for example he
calls the baby a BT which means a baby trooper,
and the baby’s bedroom is base camp, and taking
the baby for a walk is maneuvers, and taking the
diapers to the trash is called bomb disposal.
What else does it say?

Well, it has all kinds of stuff about...

And whar does he chink about men taking care of
children? Does he think we do it well?

He thinks that men are just as good as women at
taking care of children in almost everything.

Yeah, he says the one time when women are
better than men is when the kids are sick.

Rob That was great, Kerri.

Kerri Thanks.

Rob Kerri,youused ro bein a band, now you play
solo.

Kerri Whachappened with the band is private.
I've already said I don’t want to talk aboutitin
interviews. AllI'll say is that] have alot more
freedom this way. 1 can play - and say — whac
want.

Rob Did your relationship with the band’s lead
guitarist affect the break up?

Kerri No comment. [ never talk about my private
life.

Rob Your Dad wasin a famous punk band,
and your Mum’s a classical pianist, have chey
influenced your music?

Kerri Of course they have - what do you think?
[sn'ceveryone influenced by cheir parents?

Rob When did you start playing?

Kerri [started playing the guitar when [ was about
four.

Rob Four? That’s pretty young.

Kerri Yeah, the guitar was nearly as big as me!

Rob [think that your new album is your best yet.
[t’s a lot quieter and more experimental than your
earlier albums,

Kerri Thankyou!Ithinkit's my best work.

Rob So what have you been doing recently?

Kerri Well, I've been writing and recording
some new songs. And I've played at some of the
summer festivals in the UK.
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Rob And whatare youdoing while you're in the
States?

Kerri I'm going to play at some clubs here in New
York, then ['m doing some small gigs in ocher
places. [ jusc want to get to know the country and
the people. [t’s all very new to me.

Jenny Good job, Rob. She isn't the easiest person
to interview.

Rob She’s OK. And this video clip will work great
online.

Don Welil, chank you for coming in today, Kerri.
Now I suggest we have some lunch. Rob, could
you call a taxi?

Rob Uh, sure.
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Don So when will you be coming back to New
York, Kerri?

Kerri Oh, Idon'tknow.

Waitress Hi, guys. Is everything OK?

Don Yes,it’sdelicious, thank you,

‘Waitress That's great!

Kerri New York waiters never leave youalone!
really don't like all this “Hi guys! Is everything
OK?” stuff.

Don What? You mean waiters aren't friendly in

Rob Oh, they're very friendly!

Kerri Yes, they're friendly, but not too friendly.
They don'tbether you all the time.

Waitress Canlget you anything else? More
drinks, maybe?

Don Nochanks. We're fine.

Waitress Fantastic.

Kerri See whatlmean? Personally, I think people
in London are a lot more easygoing. London’s just
not as hecticas New York.

Don Sure, we alllike peace and quiet. But in my
opinion, New York is possibly... well, no, is
definitely the greatest city in the world. Don’t you
agree?

Kerri To be honest, I definitely prefer London.

Don Come on, Rob. You've lived in both. What do
you think?

Rob Um, well, [ have to say, London's very special. [t's
more relaxed, it's got great parks and you can cycle
everywhere. It's dangerous to cycle in New York!

Don Why would you cycle when you can drive a car?

Kerri Youcan'tbe serious.

Don OK,Iagree, London has its own peculiar
charm. Butif you ask me, nothing compares with
acity like New York. The whole world is here!

Kerri Bucthat’s che problem. It’s too big. There are
too many people. Everybody’s so stressed out.
And nobody has any time for you.

Jenny {don’t think that’s right, Kerri. New Yorkers
are very friendly...

Kerri Ohsure, they can sound friendly with all that
“Have a nice day” stuff. But I always thinkit'sa
little bit... fake.

Don You've got to be kidding me!

Rob [’'m sorry. I’ll just have to take chis... Hello?...
Yes... You're who?... The taxi driver?... What did she
leave? ... Her cell phone... right. OK. Yes, we're still
at che restaurant. See you in about five minutes.
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Kerri Thank you for anice lunch, Don.

Don You're welcome.

Waitress Thanks for coming, guys! Have a nice day.

Don See? Nice, friendly service.

Kerri Maybe. Bucl think she saw che big tip you
left on the table!

Jenny Did you mean what you said in the
restaurant, Rob?

Rob DidI mean what?

Jenny About missing London?

Rob Sure,l missit, Jenny.

Jenny Really?

Rob But hey, not that much! It’s just that moving to
a new place is always difficult.

Jenny But you don't regret coming here, do you?

Rob No...no...notatall.

Jenny It’s just that... you seemed homesick in there.
For the parks, the cycling ...

Rob Wellthere are some things I miss but— Oh,
hang on a minute. Look over there. Our taxi’s
come back.

Taxidriver Excuse me, Ma’am.

Kerri Who me? What is it?

Taxidriver [believe thisis your cell phone. You
lefr it in my cab.

Kerri What?... Oh, wow... thank you!

Taxidriver Have anice day!

Kerri That wassc kind of him!

Don See? New Yorkers are really friendly people.
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One very easy thing you can do, is just change
the language to English on all the gadgets you
have, for example on your phone, or laptop, or
tablet. That way you're reading English every
day and without really noticing you justlearna
whole lot of vocabulary, for example the things
you see on your screen like Are you sure you want
to shur down now, things like that.

2 My tipis to do things that you like doing, but in
English. So for example, if you like reading, then
read in English, if you like movies, watch them
in English with subtitles, if you like compucer
games, play them in English. But don’t do things
you don’c enjoy in your language, I mean if you
don't like reading in your language, you'll enjoy
it even less in English, and so you probably won't
learn anything.

3  Whart really helped me to improve my English
was having an American boyfriend. He didn'c
speak any |apanese - well, not many foreigners
do —so we spoke English all the time, and my
English improved really quickly. We broke up
when he wentback to the US, but by then [ could
speak pretty fluently. We didn’t exactly end up
as friends, but I'll always be grateful to him for
the English I learned. So my tipistry to findan
English-speaking boyfriend or girlfriend.

4 TD'vealways thought that learning vocabulary
is very important, so I bought a vocabulary
flash card app for my phone. I write down all
the new words and phrases | want to remember
in French and in English, and then when 1 gec
a quiet moment I tesc myself. It really helps me
remember new vocabulary. So that’s my tip. Get
avocabulary learning app for your phone.

5 1thiok one of the big problems when you're
learning something new is motivation, something
to make you continue and not give up. So my
tip is to book yourselfa vacationinan English-
speaking country or a country where pecple
speak very good English, like the Caribbean, asa
little reward for yourself, and so you can actually
practice your English. It’s really motivating
when you go somewhere and find that people
understand youand you can communicate! Last
year, [ went to the Bahamas for a weekend, and
had a great time, and I spoke a lot of English.

6 Ifyoulove music, which I do, my tipis to listen to as
many songs as possible in English and then learn
to sing them. [t's so easy nowadays with YouTube.
First, ] download the lyrics and try to understand
them. Then I sing along with the singer and try to
copy the way he or she sings —this is fantastic for
your pronunciation. Then once I cando it well, I go
back to YouTube and get a karaoke version of the
song, and then I'sing it. It's fun and your English
will really improve as a result.
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Ialways thought that good manners were good
manners wherever yon were in the world. But that
was until met my boyfriend Jason, who is from
Burma—also known as Myanmar. We met in
upstate New York, when we were both students in
college. When we first got to know each other, we
were always surrounded by a group of friends. I liked
Jason because he was funny and kind, and I could tell
he liked me, but we never spent any time alone.

The first cime [ suggested that we hang
out withourt our friends, he said no wicthout an
explanation, which I thought was kind of rude. My
feelings were hurt, so I didn't talk to him as much.
The next time I saw Jason in our big group, he was
just as friendly and happy as usual. | was confused.

Finally, | asked him why he wouldn’t hang out
with me. He apologized and then he told me thatin
Burma, it’s custom to “date” in a group situation.
Since he had only been in che US for a few years, he
was still having trouble navigating the two cultures
he lived in—the more reserved Burmese culture and
the more open American culture,

A few months later, after we we started dating,

I asked him why he never responded to my cute,
romantic Facebook posts with more than “cool” or
“thanks.” [t seemed weird to me that his responses
weren’t romantic. And honestly, | was a little jealous
of the sweet posts my American friends’ boyfriends
left on their Facebook pages.

But Jason told me in Burma, it’s considered
bragging to express your feelings io public,
especially on a social networking site. He didn’t
want his family and friends to think he was bragging
about his American girlfriend. From an American
point of view, I thought he was being a bit cold;
however from a Burmese point of view, he was
actually being respectful.

As confused as I was about whar'’s considered
good and bad mannersin Jason’s culture, he felt the
same way about American culture. He thought it
was bad manners to refer to have a “best friend,” and
he would argue with me whenever I called my friend
Rachel, my best friend. Jason said there is no such
thing as a “best friend” in Burmese culture. There
are only “close friends.” It would be inconsiderate
to name one person as a “best friend” because your
other friends would feel offended.

Anyway, we've been together for two years, and
we still have disagreements. But, we've learned thac
as long as we're a couple, we'll never completely agree
about whether our manners are good or bad, and that
most importantly...it's OK o agree to disagree!
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Part 1

Interviewer What made you want to become a
soccer referee, or football referee as you would
caltlir?

Juan My father was a referee, but that didn't
influence me —in fact, the opposite because [ saw
all the problems that he had as a referee. Butas a
child I was always attracted by the idea of being
areferee, and at school I used to referee all kinds
of sports, basketball, handball, volleyball, and of
course, football. I was inviced to join che Referee’s
Federation when I was only 14 years old.

Interviewer Were you good at sports yourself?

Juan Yes, Iwasavery good handball player. People
often think thac referees become referees because
they are frustrated sportsmen, but this is just not
true in most cases in my experience.

Interviewer What was the most exciting match
you ever refereed?

Juan It’sdifficulc to choose one match as the most
exciting. | remember some of the Real Madrid—
Barcelona matches, for example the first onel
ever refereed. The acmosphere was incredible in
the stadium. But really it’s impossible to pick just
one —there have been so many.

Interviewer What was the worst experience you
ever had as areferee?

Juan The worsc? Well, chat was something that
happened very early in my career.  was only 16,
and [ was refereeing a matchin a town in Spain,
and the home team lost. After the match, I'was
actacked and injured by the players of the home
team and by the spectators. After all these years]
can still remember a mother, who had a little baby
in her arms, who was trying to hit me. She was so
angry with me that she nearly dropped her baby.
That was my worst moment, and it nearly made
me stop being a referee,
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Interviewer Do youthinkthatthere's more
cheating in soccer than in the past?

Juan Yes,Ithink so.

Interviewer Why?

Juan Ithinkic’s because there’s sc much money
in football today that it’s become much more
important to win. Also football is much faster
than it used to be, s it’s much more difficult for
referees to detect cheating,

Interviewer How do soccer players cheat?

Juan Oh, there are many ways, but for me the worst
thing in football today is what we call “simulation.’
Simulation is when a player pretends to have
been fouled whenin fact he hasn’t. For example,
somnetimes a player falls over in the penalty area
when, in fact, nobody has touched him and this
can resultin the referee giving a penalty when it
wasn't a penalty. In my opinion, when a player does
this he’s cheating noc only the referee, notonly the
players of the other team, but also the spectators,
because spectators pay money to see a fair contest.
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Part2

Interviewer What's the most difficult thing about
being a referee?

Juan The most difficult thing is to make the right
decisions during a match. It’s difficult because
you have to make decisions when everything's
happening so quickly — football today is very
fast. You must remember that everythingis
happening at 100 kilometres an hour. Also
important decisions often depend on the referee’s
interpretation of the rules, Things aren’cblack
and white. And of course making decisions would
be much easier if players didn’t cheat.

Interviewer Do you think that the idea of fair play
doesn’t exist any more?

Juan Not atall. Ithink fair play does exist - the
players who cheat are the exceptions.

Interviewer Finally, who do you think is the best
player right now?

Juan Ithink most people agree that the best
tootballer today is Leo Messi.

Interviewer Why do youthink he’s so good?

Juan It’s hard to say what makes him so special, but
a study was done on him which showed chat Messi
can run faster with the ball than many footballers
can do without the ball. Apart from his grear
ability, what  also like about him is that he isn't the
typical superstar footballer. You can see that he
enjoys playing football, and he behaves in public
andin his personallife in a very normal way. That’s
unusual when you think how famous he is. And
what’s more he doesn’t cheat ~ he doesn’t need to!
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Host Hello, and welcome to Forym, the program
that asks you what you think about current topics.

Family can ba an important part al’ a person 's life,
and for some nationalities being close to your family
is more important than it is to others. For example,
families in Southern Europe are generally very close,
although in the past they spent even more time together.
This is also true of families in the Middle East. But it
is the Bedouin people who have the closest ties of all.
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Traditional Bedouin families live in large tents about half the size
of a basketball court. The tents are divided into two sections: the
first is for receiving guests in true Bedouin style — they have the
reputation of being the world’s most generous hosts. Visitors are
always served a big meal as soon as they arrive. The second part
of the tent is the family’s shared kitchen, living room, dining room,
and bedroom. They don’t have tables and chairs, as the whole
family sits on the floor to eat. And instead of beds, everybody
sleeps on mattresses, which are piled into a corner of the room
during the day.

Several generations usually share the tent. The head of the
family is the mother, and she is the one who gives the orders.
Her husband and her children live with her, even when the children
are married and have their own children. The sons and sons-in-law
look after the animals, while the daughters and daughters-in-
law clean the tent, cook the meals, and take care of the younger
grandchildren. The older ones are left to run around outside.
There may often be as many as 30 people under the same roof.

The few young people who have left the family to live in the city
visit their mothers nearly every day. It can be quite a surprise to
see a shiny new Mercedes pull up outside one of the tents and
watch a well-dressed man get out to greet his relatives.

Bedouin people do not like to be separated from their families
and there is a very good reason why. If they are poor, sick, old, or
unemployed, it is the family that supports them. Elderly people are
never left alone, and problems are always shared. Children who
work in the city are often responsible for their families financially.
In this way, Bedouin families aren't just close; they are a lifeline.

In the twelve years since then, as the stock market
has risen and fallen, Daniel Suelo has not earned,
received, or spent a single dollar. In an era when
anyone who could sign his name could get a
mortgage, Suelo did not apply for loans. As public
debt rose to eight, ten, and finally thirteen trillion
dollars, he did not pay taxes, or accept any type of
help from the government.

Instead he went to live in a cave in Utah, where he
picks fruit and wild onions, collects animals that have
been killed on the road, takes old food that has
gone past its sell-by date out of trash cans, and is
often fed by friends and strangers. “My philosophy
is to use only what is freely given or discarded,” he
writes. While the rest of us try to deal with taxes,
mortgages, retirement plans, and bank accounts,
Suelo no longer even has an ID card.

Daniel is not a typical tramp. He often works - but
refuses to be paid. Although he lives in a cave,

he is extremely social, remains close to friends
and family, and has discussions with strangers on
his website which he checks at the local library.
He has ridden his bike long distances, traveled on
freight trains, hitchhiked through nearly every state
in the United States, worked on a fishing boat,
collected mussels from Pacific beaches, caught
salmon in streams in Alaska, and spent three
months living in a tree after a storm.

“I know it's possible to live with zero money,” Suelo
declares. And he says you can live well.

Men have a reputation for wearing clothes that don’t look
good together — if men do look good, it's because their
girlfriends or wives have helped them get dressed. Why’s that?

Science says: Let’s take a look at chromosomes — the parts of our DNA
that control many things about us. The color red is carried only by the
X chromosome. Women have two X chromosomes, and so they are
more likely to be able to see red. Men only have one X chromosome.
How we see color depends on the ability to see red, blue, and green,

Well, while they were looking for fruit, the men traveled long distances
to hunt animals. When they had caught enough, they had to find their
way home again. And this is where they learned “spatial awareness.”
The women didn’t need it because they hardly ever went out of sight of
their homes, but for the men, it was vital.

Science says: The answer is in the brain. The parts [fesponsible for
language are 17% larger in a woman's brain than in a man’s brain. Also,

women use both the left and the right side of the brain to use language,

while men use only one side — their strongest side. And there’s more.
The part of the brain that connects the two parts together — the corpus
callosum — is larger in women too, which means that they can move
information from one part to the other part more quickly. Nobody

New York taxis provide an essential "
service to New Yorkers and tourists for { i
getting around the city. There are over
12,000 yellow medallion taxicabs so
it doesn'’t take long to see one.

What does a New York taxi look like?

New York taxis come in many different shapes and sizes, but to be
official taxis they must be yellow. They must also have a special code
called a medallion number: one number, then one letter, and two
more numbers. A bronze badge with the same code should also be
displayed on the hood.

Only taxis with the above are legally licensed to pick you up!

How will | know when a New York taxi is available?
It's all in the lights! When just the center light illuminates the medallion
number, the taxi is available to be hailed. When the center light is off
and both sidelights are on (illuminating the words “Off Duty”), the taxi
is off duty. When no lights are illuminated, the taxi is already in use.

How to hail a New York taxi.

First, try to hail a taxi in the direction you are already going; it saves
time and money. When you see an available taxi, make sure it's
safe and step off the sidewalk while holding your hand up high. If for
any reason you don't get the driver’s attention, step back onto the
sidewalk and wait for the next available taxi and repeat the process.
It's as simple as that.

New York taxi fares.

Once you step into the cab the meter will be turned on. This is called
the “flag-drop fare” and is $2.50. After that it will cost you 50 cents

for every one-fifth of a mile, or 50 cents per minute if you are stuck in
traffic. There is a flat-rate charge of $52 from Manhattan to JFK Airport.

If you're happy with the trip, you should tip your driver between 15%
and 20% of the total fare. Paying by cash is preferred, however all
taxis now accept credit cards.

Nobody knows how long people have been using the words “Ladies First,”
nor is anyone sure where the concept came from. However, neither

of these facts matters today. The important question is whether the
tradition is still relevant, and if men should continue respecting it.

In the past, there was a strict set of rules concerning men'’s behavior toward
women - or rather “ladies” as they were called then. Men wearing hats used
to take them off in the presence of women. They used to stand up whenever
a woman entered or left a room, and they did the same at a dining table. Men
used to hold a door for a woman to allow her to go through first. They always
used to pay for meals — but we’ll come back to that one later. All of these
customs were considered good manners, and people looked down on men
who did not conform.

In fact, this set of rules actually made things easier for men. If they broke a
rule, they knew perfectly well that they were going to offend somebody. Today,
it is much easier to cause offense without meaning to. For example, if a man
opens a door to let a woman through first, and she does so without saying
thank you, the man may feel offended. And if a man invites a woman to a
restaurant of his choice on their first date, and then asks her to pay her half of
the check, it may be the woman who gets upset. Women no longer want to be
treated as the weaker sex, which leaves men in a dilemma. On one hand, men
are conscious of the “Ladies First” tradition, but on the other, they do not want
to offend. Often, they don't know what to do.

The best advice is this: if in doubt, men should follow the rules of “Ladies First.”
Even if the woman considers the behavior inappropriate, she will still realize
that the man has good manners. This is particularly relevant on that first date
we were talking about. If the man has invited the woman out, then he should
pay the check. Actually, it's the invitation to dinner itself that is important here,
not the amount of money spent. In general, women appreciate a picnic or a
home-made dinner just as much as an expensive meal.

So the answer to our original question is: yes. “Ladies First” is still relevant
today, but not in the same way as it was in the past. Most women appreciate a
kind gesture made by a man, but he should never accompany it with the words
“Ladies First” - it spoils the effect completely!

The board game was Scrabble. This is a word game that
was created in 1938 by an American architect named Alfred
Mosher Butts. In the game, players have to make words
from individual letters on small squares called "tiles," and
then put the words on a board. Two of the most useful tiles
in the game are the blanks, which are tiles without any
letters on them. A blank isn't worth any points, but a player
can use it to replace any letter of the alphabet.

The cheater in this particular tournament was a 15-year-old
boy from Orlando, Florida. He had surprised organizers in
the early stages of the competition by beating some of the
best players, despite the fact that he had never played in

competitions before. This made some of the other players
suspicious, including the man who caught him, 43-year-old
Arthur Moore. Moore had already played the boy the day
before, and Moore had won the game, although the boy had
had both of the blank tiles. In Scrabble, before a new game
starts, the players put the tiles from the previous game
back into a small bag. This time, Moore had a good look at
the tiles on the table before he and his opponent put them
in the bag to start the game. He was not surprised to see
that the two blanks were together on the table in front of
the boy. As the two players were putting the tiles into the
bag, Moore discretely watched the boy’s left hand. He saw
the boy pick up the two blanks, and put his hand under
the table. This was the signal for Moore to call one of the
organizers and accuse the boy of cheating.

When the boy was taken away for questioning, he

admitted to taking the two blanks during the game and
hiding them under the table. As a result of his cheating, the
tournament director disqualified him and banned him from
playing in the competition again.

A researcher at Cornell University recently did a study

to learn the number of friends a typical American has.
He interviewed more than 2,000 adults aged 18 and over in
his study. He asked them to list the names of the people they
had discussed serious matters with in the last six months.
About 48% of the people taking part gave the researcher one
name, 18% gave him two, and about 29% gave him more
than two.

I I OW MANY FRIENDS does the average person have?

These results contrast dramatically with the news published by
the social networking site Facebook recently. They said that the
average user on the site has 130 friends. The Cornell University
study found the average number of friends to be a lot lower —
2.03 to be exact. The researcher from Cornell has explained that
the difference lies in the definition of the word friend. A friend
on Facebook may be a person who the user has met by chance
or someone that they will never meet in real life. However,

the friends in the researcher’s study are close friends, who
participants feel comfortable discussing their problems with.

In a similar study conducted 25 years ago, participants had
a higher number of close friends. Then, the average number
was three. Despite the lower number, the researcher does
not believe that people are getting more isolated . Instead he
thinks it’s a sign that they are becoming better at choosing
who they can trust with their secrets.

This is supported by the number of people in the study who
could not think of any names of close friends they would
discuss their personal problems with. The percentage of these
participants is the same this time as it was 25 years ago. In
both studies, just over 4% of the participants gave researchers
no names. Apparently, the people who fall into this category
are more likely to be men, or people with less education.

In general, the researcher from Cornell regards these findings
as positive. In his opinion, they suggest that, at least in the case
of Americans, people are not becoming less sociable.

he US is huge, so flying is fhe quickest way to get arouhd I
the country. It can be expensive though, so here are some
other ways of getting around.

If you aren't in a hurry, the best alternative is to go by car. You
have to be at least 25 years old to rent a car in the States, and
you need a valid driver’s license and a major credit card to do so.
There are a lot of rental car companies, and their prices vary a
lot. Compare companies before you decide which one to use, and
remember it can be cheaper to book for a week than for a day.

If you prefer to be driven rather than driving yourself, the
next best way to travel is by bus. Greyhound is the major long-
distance bus company, and it has routes through the US and
Canada. Tickets are much cheaper if you buy them seven days
in advance, and there are often other offers. If youre traveling
with a friend, your companion gets 50% off if you buy the
tickets three days before you travel, and children between the
ages of two and eleven get a 40% discount.

Katy wants to know what she
should do when she first meets people
in Thailand.



Ruth Well, Katy, most of the time, a

simple handshake will be fine. But if
someone gives you a “wai”, thatisa
small bow with the hands held together
close to the body, you must do the
same. But, if the person is of lower
social status than you, so if they are
younger than you, or they are a waiter,
for example, you shouldn’t return

the “wai.”

Host Very useful advice, Ruth. The next

question is from Mark in Dallas, who
is going to Brazil with his girlfriend,
to meet her family for the first time.
He asks: “Is there anything I should or
shouldn’t do?”

Ruth Like Americans, Brazilians

are very warm, friendly, and open.
However, there are a few differences
to remember. Always say thank you
when someone opens a door for you,
offers you something to eat or drink,
or even when your girlfriend’s mother
clears the plates from the table. It’s
very important to be polite. Also,
don’t speak when you have food in
your mouth. Brazilians find this
incredibly rude.

Host That sounds like good advice for

you, Mark. OK, our next question is
from Julie in Oklahoma City. She’s
going to Greece on vacation, but
doesn’t speak the language. She asks:
“Since [ don’t speak any Greek, I'll be
communicating mostly with my hands.
Are there any gestures I shouldn’t use?”’

Ruth Absolutely, Julie. The most

important one to remember is the
“thumbs up,” which in the US means
“good” or “OK.” But it is very insulting
to a Greek person. Another one is the
US hand gesture for “stop,” where you
show someone your hand with your
fingers straight together, like a police
officer. But again this is an insult in
Greece.

Host Good luck, Julie. And we have

time for one more, and this question is
from Kendra in Chicago. She’s going to
South Korea for work, and she would
like some tips on business behavior
over there.

Ruth The mostimportant thing to

remember is that South Koreans like
to bow alot. As a foreigner, you won’t
be expected to, but it is a good way of
showing respect, and the deeper you
bow, the happier you are.

Host Welcome back to the show. We've
been talking about famous sports
cheaters on today’s program, and now
we're going to hear about another
scandal. The sport was badminton,
and the venue was the 2012 Olympic
Games in London. Tom is here to tell us
about it. Hi, Tom.

Tom Hello, everybody.

Host So who was involved in the
scandal, Tom?

Tom Well, the scandal involved four
of the teams in the women’s doubles
competition. In total, eight players were
disqualified for cheating: two pairs
from South Korea, a pair from China,
and a pair from Indonesia.

Host And what exactly happened?

Tom Well, basically the teams played
badly on purpose to make sure they lost
their matches.

Host Why would they do that?

Tom Well, to explain that I'll very
quickly tell you about how the
competition works.

So sometimes, a
team might get a good opponent very
early in the competition, which means it
might not get through to the next stage.

Host Gotit. So when did the cheating
happen?

Tom Well, the problem started on
the last day of the first stage. In the
morning, the first Chinese team won
its match, finishing second in its group.
The second Chinese team was going to
play against a South Korean team that
evening, and whichever team won that
match would most likely play against
the first Chinese team in the next stage.

Host Why was this a problem?

Tom Neither team wanted to play
against the first Chinese team because
the South Korean team was sure it
would lose, and the second Chinese
team didn’t want to play against a team
from the same country yet, because
that would mean that only one Chinese
team was left to try to win a medal. So
both teams tried to lose against each
other instead.

Host How did they do that?

Tom Well, both the South Koreans
and the second Chinese team started
missing shots. When they served, they
either hit the shuttlecock into the net or
they hit it so hard that it went outside
the lines on the court. In the end, they
looked like amateurs, when in fact, they
were some of the best players in the
world.

Host So who lost the match?

Tom The second Chinese team. South
Korea beat them in both sets.

Host What about the other two teams?

Tom Well, they tried to do exactly the
same thing in the next match.

Host Which teams were these again?

Tom Indonesia and another South
Korean pair.

Host Soin both matches, the teams
tried to lose instead of trying to win so
they'd have a better chance of winning
amedal. Is that right?

Tom Yes. That’s exactly what happened.
And it was really obvious, too —all the
spectators started booing, it was so
bad. After the second match, there was
an investigation and all eight players
were disqualified.

Host And what about the competition?

Tom No, it continued without the
disqualified players.

Host And who won the gold medal in
the end?

Host Hello, and welcome to the show.
Now, a lot of research has been done
recently about love, what causes it, and
what we do to attract someone. Mary
is in the studio with us today, and she’s
going to explain the results of some of
these studies to us. Mary, welcome to
the show.

Mary Hello.

Host Let’s start with how to meet new
people. Some people like to start a
conversation with a person they like
by saying something funny. But how
useful is this?

Mary Not very useful atallI'm afraid,
Jeremy. Research shows that only 7%
of attraction has anything to do with
what you say. It’s the tone and the speed
of your voice that make a difference.
This makes up 38% of the attraction.



But the most important thing of all is
body language. This contributes to a
massive 55% of the attraction.

Host So what can we do to improve our
body [anguage?

Mary Well, it seems that the best way
to make the person you're talking to
feel attracted to you is to look into their
eyes. An American psychologist did
an experiment about this in New York.
He got complete strangers to stare
into each other’s eyes for two minutes
without talking. Afterward, many of
the couples said that they had strong
feelings of attraction to each other, and
one of the couples even got married!

Host Really? Then staring must be the
thing to do! Is there any more advice on
body language?

Mary Well, it’s important to have a
relaxed body position. You need to
show the other person that you're
comfortable being with them. Also,
try not to be far away from them.

Of course, there is a comfortable
distance, but try leaning a little closer
to them than usual, it will show you're
interested, and hold their attention
better. Don’t forget to watch their body
[anguage, too. If they position their
body in a similar way to you, it means
they find you interesting, too. This is
called mirroring.

Host 1sthere anything that seems
to work well when you're talking to
someone you're attracted to?

Mary Not surprisingly, it seems that
you’ll have a better chance if you smile.
Anyone who's ever spoken to someone
on the phone will tell you that it’s easy
to tell when the other person is smiling,
because you can hear it in their voice.
When talking to a potential partner,

a smile will not only affect your tone

of voice, keeping it light and fun, but

it will also show the other person that
you are happy to be with them. And
don’t forget that a smile is extremely
contagious, and before long the other
person will be smiling back at you. This
will make them feel happier, a feeling
that they will quickly connect with you.

Host How interesting, and very true!
