hen Susan Boyle first walked onto the stage
of the Britain's Got Talent TV show, people
immediately thought that she looked like a

47-year-old single woman who lived alone with
her cat (which in fact she was).

most stereotypes are linked to judging whether a person
looks dangerous or not. “In prehistoric times, it was
important to stay away from people who looked aggressive
and dominant,” she said.

One reason why our brains persist in using stereotypes,
experts say, is that often they give us generally accurate
information, even if all the details aren’t right.

NOT WISHING “GOOD LUCK”

Generally, it is considered bad luck to wish someone “good
luck”in a theater. Before a performance, itis traditional for
the cast to get together and prevent bad luck by wishing each
other bad luck. English actors used to say to each other “l hope
you break a leg,”and even today actors and musicians often
say "break a leg”to each other instead of “good luck" before
they go on stage.

WHISTLING

It is considered bad luck for an actor to whistle on or off
stage. Original stage crews were often hired from ships

that were in port, and whose sailors were temporarily
unemployed. These sailors, as they did on ships, often used
special whistles to communicate scene changes to each
other. If an actor whistled, this could confuse the sailors into
changing the set or scenery at the wrong time.

In 1885 Tchaikovsky wrote to a friend,

“These days | dream of settling
In a village not far from Moscow
where | can feel at home.”

irst he rented a small house in the village of Maidanovo.
FBut Maidanovo was too full of tourists in the summer, and
Tchaikovsky had too many visitors, when what he wanted was
peace and quiet. Eventually he found the perfect house, in the small
town of Klin. It was 52 miles northwest of Moscow, and he lived
there until his death on November 6, 1893. It is the place where
he wrote his last major work, Symphony No. 6, or the Pathetique as it’s
sometimes called.

It’s a gray wooden house with a green roof. Tchaikovsky’s servant
Alexei lived on the first floor, and the kitchen and dining room were
on the second floor. Tchaikovsky himselflived on the third floor. The
living room and study, where his piano is located, is the largest room
in the house, and there is a fireplace and a bookcase with his music
books. His writing desk, where he wrote letters every morning after
breakfast, is at the end of the room. But the place where he composed
music was in his bedroom, on a plain, unpainted table

overlooking the yard.

In his final years, Tchaikovsky’s great love was
his yard. It was not a neat English-style garden,
hut more like a forest. He adored flowers,
particularly lilies of the valley, and after his
death, his brother Modest, who had decided to
turn the house into a museum, planted thousands
oflilies of the valley around the yard.

In 1917, after the Bolshevik revolution, an anarchist named
Doroshenko lived there with his family. People say that he fired shots
at the portrait of Pope Innocent hanging in one of the bedrooms. He
was finally arrested in April, and the house became the property of
the state.

Since 1958, the winners of the annual International Tchaikovsky
Competition have all been invited to come to Klin to play his piano,
and there is a tradition that each musician plants a tree in his yard in
the hope that, like his music, it will remain beautiful forever.

Over the last 20 years, he has written over 5,000 letters of complaint.
His successes include refunded vacations, countless free meals, and
complimentary theater tickets.

C live Zietman loves complaining - but not shouting in hotel lobbies,

So how has he achieved this? “Screaming
and shouting is a complete waste of time and
is usually directed at a person who is not in

a position to do anything," he says. “I like to
write a polite letter to the company. People
wont want to help you ifyou are aggressive.
They respond much better to good manners.”

It all started many years ago, on a boring train trip home to West London.
The train passed by a cookie factory, and the smell of the cookies made
Clive feel hungry. He wrote a letter to the managing director to complain,
in a humorous way, about the fumes coming through the train window.
The result? Some free packages of cookies. But since then there have
been more serious victories as well. On one occasion he managed to geta
Volkswagen Golf GTI within 24 hours for a friend who had been
complaining for almost ayear (without any success) about
his faulty vehicle. On another occasion he got a travel
agent to refund the cost of a vacation after Clives wife
Bettina broke her leg when she slipped in a puddle of
water in their vacation apartment in Spain.

These days, there is almost nothing he won’t complain
about. After Clive was served moldy strawberries on a
British Airways flight, he used a courier service to send

the fruit to the airline’s chief executive. To compensate, BA

invited his daughters, Nina and Zoe, to Heathrow to personally

inspect the airline’s catering facilities. “l just can’t bear bad service,” says
Clive. “We have a right to good service, and should expect it and demand
it. In fact, what irritates me more than anything is that, unlike Americans,

we British are hopeless at complaining.”

So how do Bettina, his wife, and daughters Nina, 22, Zoe, 18, and 12-year-
old son Joe cope with living with one of the world’s biggest complainer?

hat is the question we always ask about successful
people? We want to know what they’re like - what kind
of personalities they have, or how intelligent they
are, or what kind of lifestyles they have, or what special talents
they might have been born with. And we assume that it is those
personal qualities that explain how that individual gets to the top
of his or her profession.

But according to Malcolm Gladwell, in his book Outliers, we

are asking the wrong questions. He thinks that while talent is
obviously a factor, there are two other more important ones that
make a person successful. The first of these factors is luck.

He begins with the example of sports players. In recent research
done on various groups of elite ice hockey players from Canada
and the Czech Republic, one fascinating fact came to light. In
both countries, it was discovered that 40% of the players on

the top teams were born between January and March, 30%
between April and June, 20% between July and September, and
only 10% between October and December. The explanation was
simple. The school year in these countries runs from January

to December. A boy who is ten on January 2nd will be in the
same class as one whose 10th birthday is on December 30th.
The chances are the first boy will be bigger, stronger, and more
coordinated. He is much more likely than the other boy to be
chosen to play on junior teams. He will then get better coaching
than the others, and will play many more games, so will also get
more practice. In the beginning, his advantage isn’t so much that
he is more talented, simply that he is older. He was lucky enough
to be born in the first months of the year. But by the age of 13 or
14, with the extra coaching and practice, he really will be better
than the others, and far more likely to be successful.

The extra practice is vital, because the second factor that
Gladwell believes is of great importance in determining whether
somebody is going to be successful or not is what he calls the
“10,000 hours theory.” This theory, based on studies in many
different fields, says that in order to get to the very top you

need to put in 10,000 hours of practice, whether it is playing an
instrument or a sport, or programming a computer.

not relevant or useful: obscure companies and even more obscure
bloggers.

Information overload is one of the biggest irritations in modern life.
There are news and sports websites to watch, emails that need to be
answered, people who want to chat with you online, and back in the real
world, friends, family, and colleagues who also have things to tell you.
At work, information overload is also causing problems. A recent survey
has shown that many company managers believe that it has made their
jobs less satisfying and has even affected their personal relationships
outside work. Some of them also think that it is bad for their health.

Clearly there is a problem. It is not only the increase in the quantity
of information, it is also the fact that it is everywhere, not just in the
home and in the workplace. Many people today do not go anywhere
without their smartphones. There is no escape from the Internet,

Scientists have highlighted three big worries. First, information
overload can make people feel anxious: There is too much to do and
not enough time to do it. People end up multitasking, which can make
them even more stressed. Second, information overload can make
people less creative. Research shows that people are more likely to
be creative if they are allowed to focus on one thing for some time,
without interruptions. Third, information overload can make people
less productive. People who multitask take much longer and make
many more mistakes than people who do the same tasks one after
another.

What can be done about information overload? One solution is
technological: There is now a computer program or app you can install
called Freedom that disconnects you from the web at preset times.
The second solution involves willpower. Turn off your cell phone and
the Internet from time to time. The manager of an IT company puts
"thinking time" into his schedule when all his electronic devices are
turned off so that he isn't disturbed. This might sound like common
sense. But nowadays, although we have more information than ever
before, we do not always have enough common sense.

| was a young Gypsy boy trying to grow up
inthe 1960s in a country that was very
hostile to our lifestyle, and with no

access to education, and no chance

to listen to music, or to attend festivals.

By chance, my family was on the Isle of

Wight during the famous 1969 music festival.

Iwas knocking on doors, trying to sell our

homemade clothespins. One day | came to a very large house,
somewhere in the middle of the island. A very charming American
invited me in. He gave me orange juice and asked me a lot of
guestions about my life. He couldn’t understand what | was
saying very well because of my accent, and | couldn’t understand
him much either - he talked very quietly. Isat at his large wooden
kitchen table and told him all about Gypsy life, how hard it could
be, but also the fun we had.

I had no idea who he was, and | forgot about him until Iwas in
my early twenties. Unfortunately | had gotten into some trouble
and was in Brixton Prison for burglary. My sentence was for two
years. We had a vicar who used to visit twice a week, and because
we were bored, we would sometimes attend his sessions. At one
of the sessions he played some music on an old record player, and
as soon as | heard it, | recognized the singer. He told me itwas a
man named Bob Dylan and said that if | liked it, he would bring
more of his records to the next meeting. The following week
I spent hours transfixed as | listened to the records. One song
stood out - North CountryBlues - it was the song he had sung to
me in the kitchen on the Isle of Wight all those years ago. When
the song had finished, I cried - all the troubles and hardship | had
lived with just poured out of me.

Those sessions with the vicar became my education. With his
guidance and Dylan's poetry, a world opened up to me. He taught
me to read and write, and by the time my prison sentence came
to an end, | had started ajourney that transformed my life. With
the vicar’s support lwent to college and became a carpenter - |
didn’t look back.

Johnson Bailey presented Man Candles. He argued
that most candles smelllike perfume and are
designed for women. One day he was having some
friends over to watch a football game, and his house
smelled like old Chinese food and dircy clothes. The
only candle he had at the time was a vanilla-scented
one, and he didn’t want his house to smell like
perfume. That’s why Bailey invented manly candles
thac smell like things men enjoy: basketballs, golf
courses, the beach, popcorn, and barbecue sauce. He
even has a horrible-smelling candle you can burn to
get people you don't like — perhaps your mother-
in-law — out of your house, He tried to convince

the Sharks to invest by passing out his candlesand
asking them to smell them. The Sharks most wanced
to smell the bad candle, which is Bailey’s best-selling
candle.

Kim Nelson's idea was a cake business that sells
homemade cakes across the US. These cakes are
made from all natural ingredients like fresh oranges
in the “Oh!

Kim came up with
the idea because many people don’t have the time
or the talent to bake a delicious, homemade cake
for special occassions like birthdays, graduations,
or anniversaries.

Kim’s products are currently sold online
in her local area, but she would like toincrease
production and sell more cakes across the US.

[n the end, they decided that they weren’t
interested. Their main reason was they thought
the business just wasn’t big enough or interesting
enough, so they couldn’t believe that it would ever
make any money.

The Sharks were impressed by Kim’s
presentation, and they immediately asked to
cry her cakes. They really loved her cakes and
complimented her on their fresh and delicious taste.
Even though the male Sharks liked Kim’s product,
they were concerned that her company had reached
its potential - making a respectable $27,000 in the
last three months. [n the end, Barbara Corcoran,
the only female Shark decided te invest $50,000
in Kim’s business because she thought there was a
market for Kim's product.

And since then?

Kim’s Daisy Cakes are now being sold online
across the US. She was able to pay Barbara
Corcoran back in only three weeks! And she has
expanded her business by offering new products like
lemon curd.

Although the Sharks thought Johnson's candles
were funny, it's a good ching they didn'tinvest in his
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company. Johnson'’s website has been shut down and
his candles have disappeared from store shelves.
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Apart from the hockey players, he also gives the
examples of the Beatles, the most famous rock band
of all time and Bill Gates, the founder of Microsoft.
The Beatles were really lucky to be invited ro play
in Hamburgin 1960. The club owner who invited
them usually only invited bands from London, but
on one trip to the UK he met an entrepreneur from
Liverpool who told him that there were some really
good bands in that city. When the Beatles arrived in
Hamburg, they had to work incredibly hard. They
had to play for up to eight hours a night in the club
seven nights a week. As John Lennon said later,
“We got better and we got more confidence. We
couldn’t help it, with all the experience we got from
playing all night long in the club.” By 1964, when
they became really successful, the Beatles had been
to Hamburg four times, and had already performed
live an estimated 1,200 times, far more than many
bands today perform in their entire careers.

Bill Gates's huge stroke of good luck came
in 1968, when the high school he was attending
decided to spend some money they’d been given
on a computer. This computer was keptin alittle
room that then became the computer club. In 1968,
most cofleges didn’t have a computer club, let alone
schools. From that time on Gates spent most of
his time in the computer room because he and his
friends taught themselves how to use it. “It was my
obsession,” Gates says of those early high school
years. “[ skipped sports. [ went up there at night.
We were programming on weekends. [t would be a
rare week that we wouldn’t get 20 or 30 hoursin.”
So Gates was unbelievably lucky to have accessto a
computer, but of course he also put in all chose houts
of practice, too.

Talent, Gladwell concludes, is obviously
important, but there are many calented people ouc
there. What makes just a few of them special is that
they are lucky and that they put in far more hours of
practice than the rest.

Host And now it’s time for our book of the week,
which is The Winter of our Disconnect by Susan
Maushart. Jeremy, to start with, it's a good title,
isn'tit?

Jeremy Yes,amazing, And it was a fascinating
experiment and a good read.

Host Tell us aboutit.

Jeremy Well, Susan Maushart is a journalist who's
raising three teenage children. She decided to do
the experiment after reaching a point where she
felt that the whole family, especially her children,
were all living in their own little worlds, with
headphones on, plugged into their laptops or their
iPods or their smartphones and that they weren’t
relating to the other people in the family.

Andrew Soitwasn’tjust her children who were
permanently plugged into an electrical device?

Jeremy Well, she admits that she herself was
addicted to her phone and to het iPod and her
laptop and that she was constantly reading news
sites and googling information, but it was really
her children who were totally dependent on new
technology. In the book she makes the interesting
distinction between “digital immigrancs” and
“digital natives.”

Chloe Whatdoesthat mean?

Jeremy She describes herself as a digital
immigrant, that's to say someone who didn'’t
grow up with digital cechnology, which isreally
anyone who was born before1980. Her children
are digital natives, which means that they were
born gfter computers and the [nternet were
already part of life.

Chloe Well, that’s me then.

Jeremy Yes, well, the main difference, she says, is
that digital immigrants use the technology, te

find information or to listen to music, but digiral
natives live and breache the technology. So for
them living without it is like living without water,
without electricity...in the dark ages.

Chloe What were therules of the experiment?

Jeremy The family had to live for six months
without using any electrical gadgets in the house
with a screen. So no smartphones, no TVs, no
laptops or computers, no video consoles, and no
iPods. They were allowed to use technology at
school or at friends” houses, or in Internet cafés,
and they were allowed to use landline phones. But
everyching else was switched off for the whole six
months.

Sally Six months? How on earth did she ger the
children to agree?

Jeremy She bribed them. She told them she was
going to write a book about the experiment, and
that they would share in any profits that she made
from the book!

Sally Wow, that wasvery smart of her...
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Host Sowhatwere the results? Was ita positive
experience?

Jeremy At the end of the book Susan says that it
was a positive experience in every way. At first,
of course, the kids complained bitterly; they
kept saying they were bored. But then they they
started to talk to each other again, to go and sit in
each other's rooms and talk. They got interested
in cooking and reading; they went to the movies
together. They played CDs on the CD player and
they actually sat and listened to the music instead
ofjust having music on their headphones all the
time as background music. And Susan’s 15-year-
old son started playing che saxophone again. He
had stopped playing a few years before, but then
he started taking lessons again and even started
giving concerts... Oh, and the children said that
they slept better!

Sally Oh, wellthat’s good, yeah. What about the
children’s’ schoolwork? I mean, nowadays we sort
of assume that everyone needs the Internet to do
research for homework and so on.

Jeremy In fact, the children’s school report cards
showed that they all improved. When they
needed the Internet, they used the computers at
school or at college (che eldest daughter wasin
college), or they went to friends’ bouses. But when
they did their homework they did it better than
before because they weren't multi-tasking — they
weren't doing homework and listening to music
and sending messages all at the same time. So
they concentrated better, and their schoolwork
improved.,

Andrew What about, Susan, the mother? Did
she find it difficult to live without modern
technology?

Jeremy What she found most difficult was
writing her weekly article for the newspaper
because she had to do it by hand, and not on
her laptop. She says that at the beginning her
hand used to really ache; she just wasn’t used
to writing by hand anymore. But thac was jusca
small problem.

Chloe Any other negarives?

Jeremy Well, of course the phone bill for their
landline was huge!

Chloe Hasche experiment had a lasting effect?

Jeremy Susan says that it has, She thinks thar chey
all get along much better as a family, her son
is still playing the saxophone, and he sold his
video console. They've all realized that we live
in a digital world, but that we need to disconnect
from time to time and to reconnect with the
people around us. So they have new rules in the
house —like no TVs in bedrooms and no TV in
the kicchen where they eat. And no wasted hours
on the Internet.

Sally Sounds great. That would be a good rule for
me, too!

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Barbie

Until the late 1950s, most American gitls
played with baby dolls, which often limited cheir
imaginations to mother or caregiver roles. At

around the same time, Ruch Handler noticed thatc
her pre-teen daughter was playing with paper

dolls, giving them adulcroles such as actresses

or secretaries. On atrip to Europe, Ruth saw an
aduli-figured dollin Germany and brought several
of them back to the US. Handler had the idea thar
girls could expand their imagination and play-acting
roles with a dol] that looked like an adult. So she and
engineer Jack Ryan redesigned the doll for the US
market and called her Barbie after Ruch’s daughter,
Barbara. The first Barbie dolls were produced in
1959 and scld over 350,000 in the first year.

Barbie is still popular today, and billions have
been sold around the world since 1959. Mattel, Inc.
the company that produces Barbie, reports that 90
percent of American girls between the ages of three
and ten have a Barbie doll.

The Chrysler Building

The Chrysler Building has been one of the most
iconic New York City landmarks since it was
completedin 1930. Architect William Van Alen
designed the Art Deco building for Walter P.
Chrysler, who owned the automobile company
Chyrsler Corporation. In fact, Van Alen modeled
many of the building’s decorative features using
Chrysler car parts as inspiration. For example, the
decorations on the outside of the building for the
thirty-first floor are fashioned after engine parts
froma 1929 Chrysler car.

Today, the Chrysler Building is still considered
one of the best examples of Art Deco architecture
inthe US. [n fact, it was voted New York City’s
favorite building in 2005 by Skyscraper Museum.

The “LOVE” Sculpture
In 1965, artist Robert Indiana hadanideafora
paintivg with the word “LOVE" as the main focus.
He decided to break the word up into two lines,
putting the “LO” on top of the “VE.” He then tilted
the “O” alittle, and an iconic American design was
born. In fact, it became so popular that the Museum
of Modern Artand the United States Postal Service
asked [ndiana to create versions of his “LOVE”
painting for cards and stamps. In the early 1970s,
Indiana made a series of “LOVE” sculptures for
display in public parks. The first of these “LOVE”
sculptures was placed in New York City, on the
corner of Sixth Avenue and Fifry-fifth Street.
Additional “LOVE” sculptures were placedin
New Orleans, Philadelphia, Vancouver, Tokyo, and
Singapore, as well as many other cities.
Unfortunarely, Indiana didn’t make much money
from his “LOVE” paintins and sculptures. He never
signed his paintings or applied for copyright, so
he didn’t have legal protection against the many
imitations of his work.

Air Jordan Sneakers

When Michael Jordon started playing basketball for
the Chicago Bulls in 1984, he had special Nike sneakers
designed for him by Peter Moore. T hese sneakers were
called the Air Jordan 1, or more simply — Air Jordans.
They were red and black —the Chicago Bulls’s colors.
Because the sneakers did not have any white on them,
Jordan was fined $5,000 by the National Basketball
Association each cme he wore them for 2 game.

Every year since then, Nike has created a new
pair of Air Jordans to sell. In 1987, Tinker Hatfield
took over the design responsibilites for these
sneakers, and he as been associated with them ever
since. Hatfield introduced the fumpman logo on the
sneakers, which is a silhouette of Michael jordan
dunking a basketball with his legs spread wide.

In 2010, Hatfield designed the Jordan 2010s to
celebrate the sneakers’ twenty-fifth anniversary.
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Interviewer Goodmorningand thank you for
coming, Mr. Ryan —or should it be Detective
Ryan—you were a detective with the Los Angeles
Police Department, weren’t you?

Detective Ryan Yes, that's right. For twenty-five
years. [retired last year.

But in order to get a better
understanding about what happened chat night, it
isimportant to know who was on the boat, So, the
people were her husband, movie and TV actor Robert
Wagner; her friend and movie actor Christopher
Walken; and the captain of the boat, Dennis Davern.
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Interviewer Recently, the LA County Coroner’s
Office re-examined Ms. Wood’s cause of death
because of some new information about the
bruises and scratches that were found on her
body the night she died.

Detective Ryan Yes, that’s correct. This new
information suggests that Ms. Wood may have
been hit or beaten right before she died. And the
Coroner changed Ms. Wood's original cause of
death from “accidental drowning” to “drowning
and other undetermined factors.”

Interviewer Sowhatdoes this mean for the other
people on the boar?

Detective Ryan Officially, it doesn’t mean
anything for them. They still aren’t suspects.

Interviewer Andyoudon’tthink they’re suspects,
doyou?

Detective Ryan No,1don't. [ don't think any of
them can be considered suspects without some
kind of convincing evidence.

Interviewer What about Robert Wagner? There
are reports that he was jealous of his wife’s
friendship with Mr. Walken.

Detective Ryan Well, yes, Mr. Wagner wrote in
his book Pieces of My Heart that he was jealous
of the relationship, and that he and Mr. Walken
argued that night on the boat. But that doesn't
make him a suspect.

Interviewer And Christopher Walken, Ms. Wood'’s
friend and co-star?

Detective Ryan Mr. Walken has remained mostly
silent about what happened that night, but he has
talked to the police.

Interviewer The boat captain changed his story
about what happened that night, didn’t he? That
he originally lied to police the night Natalie died.

Detective Ryan Yes. Mr.Daverntolda TV
news program that he lied about the events of
that night. He now says that Mr. Wagner and
Ms. Wood had an argument, and that Ms. Wood
went missing shortly after. Mr. Davern also
claims that Mr. Wagner delayed contacting the
police, implying that Mr. Wagner was responsible
for Ms. Wood'’s death.

Interviewer Do youbelieve the captain’s new
story?

Detective Ryan Well, no. [ think the timing of his
new story is suspicious since he released it so close
to the thirty-year anniversary of her death. I think
he was looking to make some money by bringing
this sad story back into the news.

Interviewer So, whatdo you think happened that
night?

Detective Ryan |can't tell youbecause I don't
know.

Knebworth House

Knebworth House is famous worldwide for the major open-air
rock concerts that have been held on its grounds since
1979. Knebworth is in the southeast England, and the Lytton
family have lived there for over 500 years. The house itself is
one of the oldest stately homes in the UK. It is also one of the
most popular locations for the world’s filmmakers.

Not surprisingly, the Gothic architecture of the house appealed
to American movie director Tim Burton when he saw it. He
was in the UK shooting a new version of the movie Batman at
the time. He thought that the facade of the building would be
perfect as the exterior of Wayne Manor, the home of Batman.
But the inside of Wayne Manor was actually shot at another big
house in the same area - Hatfield House.

the original photos have been changed on a computer using
Photoshop® software to make them look better. The beautiful
people in the photographs have perfect skin, no fat on their
stomachs, and no wrinkles on their faces. They look so perfect
and beautiful that what we see can't be real. But some publishers
and advertisers insist that Photoshopping is necessary so that
celebrities and models always look their best,

On the other hand, health organizations have warned that digitally
altering photographs may be dangerous. They say Photoshopped
images are not realistic, and may have a negative effect on people.
Psychologists agree with the health organizations. They say some
people try so hard to look like the pictures in magazines that they get
sick. In some cases, they want to be as thin as the models and so they
stop eating enough. When they realize that it is impossible to look so
good, they get depressed. This doesn't only happen to young girls,
but it can happen to people of all ages. So what can be done to keep
everybody happy? Two researchers at Dartmouth University in New
Hampshire, think they have found the answer.

Professor Hany Farid and Doctor Eric Klee have developed a
computer program that can detect how much Photoshopping has been
used on an image. Their software gives a rating from 1 to 5 to the
image — 1 for a few changes, and 5 for a lot of changes. Farid and Klee's
idea is that publishers include the rating next to the image. That way,
consumers will be able to figure out how realistic the image is.

News of Farid and Klee's system has come out at the same time as
people have started criticizing the use of Photoshopping. They say that
some advertisers are going too far with it. Recently, the actress Rachel
Weisz appeared in an ad for an anti-aging beauty cream. In the ad,

Ms. Weisz looked like a teenager —in fact, she’s in her early forties.
There were a lot of complaints about the image and the ad was
eventually banned. Farid and Klee's system could solve two problems
at the same time. First, it would serve as a kind of health warning

for consumers, and second, it may stop advertisers from relying on
Photoshopping so much.

streets of Seoul, South Korea. But these are not police officers
looking for teenagers who are behaving badly. Their mission is to
find children who are still studying. And stop them.

Education in South Korea is very competitive. The aim of
almost every schoolchild is to get into one of the country’s top
universities. Only the students with the best grades get a place.
The school day starts at 8 a.m. and students finish studying
somewhere between 10 p.m. and 1 a.m. at night. This is because
many go to private academies called hagwon after school.
Around 74 percent of all students attend a hagwon after their
regular classes finish. A year’s course costs, on average, $2,600
per student. In Seoul, there are more private tutors than
schoolteachers, and the most popular ones make millions of dollars
a year from online and in-person classes. Most parents rely on
private tutoring to get their children into a university.

With so much time spent in the classroom, all that students in
South Korean high schools do is study and sleep. Some of them are
so exhausted that they cannot stay awake the next day at school.
It is a common sight to see a teacher explaining the lesson while a
third of the students are asleep on their desks. The teachers don't
seem to mind. There are even special pillows for sale that fit over
the arms of the chairs to make sleeping in class more comfortable.
Ironically, the students spend class time sleeping so that they can
stay up late studying that night.

The South Korean government has been aware of the
faults in the system for some time, but now they have
passed some reforms. Today, schoolteachers have to
meet certain standards or take additional training
courses.

However, the biggest challenge for the government is
the hagwons. Hagwons have been banned from
having classes after 10 p.m., which is why there are
street patrols looking for children who are studying
after that time. If they find any in class, the owner
of the hagwon is punished and the students are sent
home. It's a strange world, where some children have
to be told to stop studying while others are reluctant
to start.

Are you interested in the history of your house? If you are, then you might
want to get in touch with a house historian. A house historian’s job is to

find out what has happened to a particular house in the past. They try to
discover who built the house, who has lived in the building since it was built,
and what was on the site of the building before. Their research can uncover

all kinds of interesting information.

We spoke to house historian Tracy Collins, who told us some of her stories.
One of the houses she had to research was an apartment at 200 Oxford Street
in London. She discovered that the author George Orwell had once stayed
with the owners of the apartment. He had slept in the smallest bedroom in
the apartment, which was very dark.

However, house historians do not only focus on one particular house.

They also find out about the area where the house was built. Some areas
are completely different now than they were in the past. One example is

an area in Central London called Belgravia. Today, it is one of the richest
neighborhoods in the world, but in the early nineteenth century, it was a
poorer area. People used to go there during the day to hang their laundry or
to collect plants for food. At night, many people would avoid the area because
it was full of criminals.

If you haven't, it may
well happen to you in the future. Spilling drinks on a laptop
is a common occurrence. Just in case it does happen, here are
some basic tips that tell you what you should do.

Have you ever dropped a drink on your laptop? If you have,

The effect of the drink on your laptop depends on what it is.
Water and green tea generally cause the least damage. The
worst drinks to spill are those that contain milk and sugar,
such as hot drinks like coffee and tea, and soft drinks like
soda or lemonade.

What happens to your laptop also depends on what you

do immediately after the spill. The first thing you should
do is unplug the machine and take the battery out. This
will hopefully stop any electrical damage. Then, you should
turn it upside down and stop the liquid from getting to the
motherboard. This is where some of the most important
parts of the computer are, and if it gets wet, your laptop
may be damaged permanently.

The next step is to clean up as much of the liquid as quickly
as possible. If you don't have a cloth to do this, use some
tissues instead. Try to touch the keyboard lightly instead of
wiping it with the tissue.

If you spilled a lot of liquid, you'll have to work harder to save
your machine. Put it near a window or somewhere with cold
air, and shake it gently to get the liquid out. It might help if
you take off the bottom of the case so that you can take out
the hard drive. If you do this, remember not to touch any of
the electronics. When you have done as much as you can,
leave the laptop somewhere warm to dry. This will take at
least a day. Do not use a hair dryer because this will make the
machine dirty.

When you think the laptop is dry, turn it back on to see if it
works. If you only spilled a little clean water, you might be

lucky and the machine may turn on right away. However, you'll
probably have problems if the drink was a large, milky coffee
with lots of sugar in it. If your laptop still doesn’t work, look at
the keyboard and try taking it apart to clean it better. However,
if you've gone this far, it's probably time to think about getting
some help. You can either take the laptop to be repaired, or buy
a new one. And in the future, remember to drink your coffee at
someone else’s desk!

A Short History of the Bagel

The bagel is known around the world as a typically New York type of food.
Butit has a surprising and unusual history that goes back many years.
The basic idea of a bread roll with a hole is centuries old. In Roman

times, soldiers ate hard bread called buccellatum, and in China there
is similar-shaped traditional bread called girde. The ancient Egyptians
ate a bagel-like snack, too, and there are even more examples from
around the Mediterranean area.

Butitwas in Poland that today’s bagel really began. According to
legend, it was the product of the 1683 Battle of Vienna. The Polish
king, Jan Sobieski, had saved Austria from the Turkish invaders. To
celebrate, the Jewish bakers of Krakéw made a roll in the shape of the
king's stirrup — the metal objects you put your feet in when you ride
a horse —and called it a “buegel” (from the German word for stirrup).
There is, however, no evidence to show whether this was true or not,
but the story still remains today.

Itis unclear when the first bagels made their way to the United
States, but by 1900, there were 70 bakeries that sold bagels on the
Lower East Side of New York. What is also certain is that immigrants
from Eastern Europe, with their cravings for the foods of the old
country, sparked the New York bagel craze.

It was the 1950s that were the real turning point. As Jewish people
began to move to other parts of New York, they started to share their
traditional food with the rest of the city. Bagels were mentioned in
a popular cookbook of the time, and demand started to grow across
America. To meet this demand, a baker named Murray Lender began
to use recent inventions like the freezer and plastic packaging to
distribute freshly made bagels across America. Soon, Lender’s bagels
were available in almost every supermarket, and today they are part
of a typical American diet and available all over the world.

But why has the bagel endured through all this time? Possibly
because of its heroic legend, but also because it has the advantage of
lasting longer than freshly baked bread. If it gets slightly stale, it can
be dunked in hot liquid to soften it. So it lasts long, can be eaten in
many ways, and of course tastes delicious.

Listening
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Tour guide Hello, and welcome to
the TV and Movie Walking Tour
of Central Park in New York City.
My name’s Stacy Clinton, and I'm
going to be your guide today. I hope
you are all wearing comfortable shoes
because the tour lasts for two hours.
We'll end at Columbus Circle at around
two o'clock.

We’re going to start at Gapstow
Bridge — a stone bridge originally built
in 1874. From the bridge you have an
amazing view of the Plaza Hotel. Does
anyone know which movies the Plaza
Hotel has been featured in? No? Well,
you can see this famous hotel in The
Great Gatsby and Almost Famous just
to name two. So that’s where we’re
going to go first. Then we’re going to
go to the Wollman Skating Rink—one
of two rinks in the park. This skating
rink was opened to the publicin 1858,
well over 150 years ago! You might
recognize the rink from the movies
Home Alone 2 and Love Story.

After the rink, we’ll walk to one of the
most well-known attractions in Central
Park—the Carousel. This carousel has
57 colorful wooden horses for children
and adults to ride on, and it’s only three
dollars a ride! The original carousel
was builtin 1871. This one isn’t the
original, but it is beautiful. Maybe
that’s why director Mel Brooks chose
to include it in his movie, The Producers.

As we walk toward the middle of the
park, we'll pass by the Promenade and
Bethesda Fountain where movies such
as The Avengers, Breakfast at Tiffany’s,
and Enchanted shot scenes. Farther
north, we’ll take a look at the largest
lake in Central Park and we’ll visit the
Boathouse Restaurant, which was
featured in the movie When Harry Met
Sally. Next, we’ll visit the Bow Bridge—a
graceful cast-iron bridge, which is
considered one of the most romantic
spots in New York City. Movie directors
must agree because the bridge has been
featured in Spider-man 3, on the TV
show Glee and in one of the greatest love
stories of all time—The Way We Were.

At this point, we'll visit Strawberry
Fields, an area of the park dedicated

to John Lennon and his music. We'll
look at the beautiful memorial mosaic
with the word “imagine” in the middle
designed to honor Lennon’s memory.
Of course, this area of the park was
also used for a scene in the movie Little
Manhattan.

Finally, we'll walk to the Sheep
Meadow. Don’t worry—there haven't
been any sheep in this meadow since
1934. However, we will see people
sunbathing or relaxing in this 15-acre
open area. This location was used in
scenes for Wall Street and The Fisher King.

As we walk to our final destination,
Columbus Circle, we'll pass by Tavern
on the Green, once a famous restaurant
in New York City and also used as
a location for the popular movie
Ghostbusters. And finally, we'll end up
at Columbus Circle where scenes for
Taxi Driver and Borat were shot. OK,,
so let's get going and head to our first
stop, Gapstow Bridge...
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Host Hello, and welcome to today’s
program. Have you ever wondered how
women made themselves look beautiful
in the past? Our beauty expert Olivia
Johnson is with us today, and she’s
going to tell us all about beauty through
the ages. Olivia, where are you going
to start?

Olivia Well, I'm going to start with the
Egyptians, but it wasn’t only women
who used cosmetics at this time. Both
Egyptian men and women loved their
cosmetics — we know that from the
paintings and the powders they left
behind. The women wore a powder
on their faces to make their skin
lighter, and they painted a big black
line around their eyes to make them
look bigger. Men put a cream made
of fat and oil and other substances on
their face to protect it from the sun
—avery early version of sunscreen.
Egyptian kings and queens also
put colourful powders around their
eyes. Their favorite color was green,
which they got from a mineral called
malachite.

Host How interesting! Who are you
going to tell us about next?

Olivia OK!Let's move on to the ancient
Greeks. Cosmetics were an important
part of their life, too. The ancient
Greek idea of beauty was very pale
skin, blonde hair, and natural makeup.
For them, pale skin was a sign of beauty
and wealth. The women used a powder
made out of a metal called lead to make
their faces look lighter.

Host Youmean lead? The lead that used
to be in the pipes carrying the water in
our houses?

Olivia That’s right.

Host Butlead is poisonous!

Olivia Yes, itis, and the ancient Greeks
knew lead was poisonous, but it was so
important for them to be beautiful that
they used it on their face, and of course,
it made them sick.

Host Ican’t believe they used lead on
their faces! Anyway, who's next on
the list?

Olivia The Romans. They were
absolutely obsessed with beauty. A
Roman philosopher once wrote, “A
woman without paint is like food
without salt,” so it’s clear that they
really believed that women should wear
alot of makeup. The Romans believed
that pink on the cheeks was a sign of
good health, but they did not apply the
makeup themselves. Instead, they used
their servants to put on their creams
and powders.

Host So, the servants were like modern
makeup artists, then?

Olivia Yes, I guess you could say that.

Host [ think [ prefer putting on my own
makeup. Olivia Johnson, thank you for
joining us.

Olivia My pleasure.
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Host And now for a review of last
night’s TV shows. The highlight
for me was a new series called The
Unteachables. It’s a kind of reality show
that tries to find out if it’s really true
that there are students who can’t be
taught. Last night, we were introduced
to the students. There are 16 of them
altogether, and they’re all 14 years
old. They've all been suspended from
schools at least once, and their teachers
think they're impossible to teach.



Watching the students on last night’s
show, it isn't hard to see why. We see
the group during their introductory
weekend at the study camp when they
meet each other for the first time. At
one point, one of the boys warns that
he might set the building on fire. You
couldn’t imagine how their teacher was
going to teach them.

And that’s where 40-year old Philip
Beadle comes in. Beadle used tobe a
rock musician, but he gave up music
at the age of 32 to become a teacher.
Since then, he has had a very successful
career in education. His greatest
achievement was when he worked at a
high school where there were a lot of
problems. He worked really hard, and
his students got the best test scores in
English that the school had ever seen —
all of his students passed their exams,
half of them with the highest score. But
let me get back to the show.

In Beadle’s first class, he manages to
help the studentslearn to trust him by
playing a game with the children. In the
game, Beadle and the students point at
each other and say an insult. This might
not seem very educational, but Beadle
had the attention of all the students,
and everybody was joining in. And that
was the point of the game.

You might think that Beadle’s
teaching methods are pretty unusual,
and you’d be right. At one point on last
night’s show, he took the students out
into the country. They found a field
with cows in it, and he made them read
poems and plays by Shakespeare to
the cows! Remember that these are
children who refuse to read in front
of other people in a classroom. In
another scene, they are in a different
field, learning about punctuation.
Beadle teaches this by going around
to different students and shouting the
names of the types of punctuation. So,
for example he shouts “question mark,”
then “huh!” and at the same time moves
his body into a shape like a question
mark. The students learn by copying
him, and it looks like a lot of fun. By the
end of the first episode, the students
are starting to accept their new teacher.
Some of them even say he’s “all right.”

I really enjoyed The Unteachables and 1
really want to know what happens next.
If you're fascinated by the experiment
like I am, you’ll watch the next episode
at the same time next Wednesday.
Personally, I can’t wait!
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Guide: Ladies and gentlemen, can |

have your attention, please? Thank
you and welcome to Graceland, the
home of music star Elvis Presley. We
start our tour here, at the front door
of this impressive home. This is the
perfect place to look closely at the
outside of the house. It was built in the
early part of the twentieth century, in a
style that was popular at the time. The
outside walls of the house are made

of stone and wood, and the house has
two floors as well as a basement. This
house was Elvis’s home from 1957
until 1977 when he died, which means
he spent most of his adulthood here.
He got married in 1967 and his wife,
Priscilla, came to live with him here
after they got married. Their only
daughter Lisa Marie was born here. So
you see, this house played an extremely
important role in Elvis’s life. Now,

as you're walking through the house,
I'd like you to pay special attention to
how different rooms are decorated.
One room is decorated to look like a
jungle with green rugs, plants of all
kinds, and animal-print decorations.
Another room, the TV room, was one
of the first “home theaters” in the US.
Elvis placed three T'Vs side-by-side on
awall. On Sundays, he could watch
three different football games at the
same time! OK, if you'll come this way,
we’ll start on the first floor, and the
first room we’re going to visit is the
dining room.

Are you all in? Well, this is the dining
room where Elvis enjoyed meals with
his guests. The large dining room
table could seat about 12 people. The
beautiful light hanging over the table
is made of Italian glass. Elvis didn’t
usually wake up until four in the
afternoon, so the dinner parties didn’t
start until ten at night! His full-time
cooks made old-fashioned Southern
food for the dinner parties — and when
he wanted a snack, his cooks made
him his favorite peanut butter, banana,
and bacon sandwiches...which were
probably the reason he gained weight
as he got older! The dining room was
also used by Elvis as a place to play card
games with his friends.

Now, we're going to walk across the
hall to the living room, and then we’ll
head to the music room right behind it.
Please follow me.

The centerpiece of the living room
is a 14-foot-long white leather couch
and 10-foot-long coffee table. Quite
impressive! The room has a wall
covered in mirrors and is decorated in
gold, blue, and white. If you look over
here, yow'll see a pair of stained-glass
birds thatlead into the music room.
It was in this room that Elvis and his
friends spent hours together creating
and playing music. When you're ready,
we’ll continue with our tour of the
first floor and visit the kitchen and
Elvis’s parents’ room, where his father
had a swimming pool installed in his
bedroom along with a jukebox next to it!

Charlotte Thank you.

Host So whatkinds of objects can
you see in the exhibition? Are we
talking about modern gadgets like
smartphones and tablets here?

Charlotte No, no, not at all. This
exhibition is all about the little or
important things we have in our house
and use every day. We use them so
much that we probably forgot, or don’t
even realize, that someone actually
invented them.

Host Suchas?

Charlotte Well, a good example is the
container we use to keep food in: the
tin can. But I bet you don’t know how it
was invented.

Host No,Idon't.

Charlotte Well, there’s a very
interesting story behind it. It was the
French leader Napoleon Bonaparte
who was responsible for this one. In
1809, he was worried about how to
feed all his soldiers when they were
away from home, so he organizeda
competition to try to get ideas for how
to solve the problem. The first prize

was 12,000 Francs and the competition

was won by a French chef who had the
idea of using glass jars to store food.

A year later, a British manufacturer,
Peter Durand, improved the design by
using thin sheets of metal to make the
container that became what we now
call a tin can. The only problem was
that he used lead in the can, which as
you know is poisonous. Several people

died after eating food from his tin cans.

Host How unfortunate! Now,
Charlotte, do we have time for one
more story before the news headlines?

Charlotte Sure.Ican tell youabout
the tea bag. In the past, if you wanted
to buy tea, you had to buy the leaves
in a big box. To make a drink of tea,
you would put the leaves in water, and
you would often find small pieces of

tea leaves at the bottom of your cup.
Anyway, in 1908, an American tea
salesperson named Thomas Sullivan
had the bright idea of putting the

tea in very small bags to give to his
customers to try. Sullivan thought
that customers would take the tea out
of the bags in order to try it, but some
of the customers didn’t. They found

it more convenient to put the bag into
hot water, without actually opening it.
So, tea bags weren't really invented by
a company, it was the tea drinkers who
came up with the idea!
