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1. The leading New England State at the Aflantic
Coast, Massachusetts is associated with the first permanent
colony on the American soil (Plymouth), with opposition
to the British rule (the Boston Tea Party) which led to the
outbreak of the American War for Independence (the battles
of Lexington and Concord), with superior culture and
snobbery of Boston high society. :
2, The official name of the State is the Commonwealth
of Massachusetts. The name “Massachusetts” comes from
the bay, which in turn derived its name from the Massachu-
setts Indians who peopled its shores when the white colo-
nists arrived. The State is also called the Bay State (the Old
Bay State), the Old Colony State, the Puritan State and the
Baked Bean State. - ’ :

3. Located in the NE United States at the Atlantic coast,
Massachusetts has always been the most important of New
England states. The first permanent settlement was
established by the Pilgrims, sailing from Plymouth, England,
on the “Mayflower” and landing at the point on the coast
‘they called Plymouth. Before landing the Pilgrim fathers had
drawn up a sort of constitution — “the Mayflower Compact”,

While the Puritans demanded religious freedom fos them-
selves, their leaders denied it to others; but some among them
- protested this, and the loudest protesters, such as Roger
Williams were banished and settled Rhode Isiand in the
1630s as an independent colony. Quakers and Baptists were
persecuted and in Salem the infamous witchcraft trials and
hangings were staged in 1692, The Puritan churches were
Congregationalist. For a long time no other religions were
allowed; only in 1867 Mary Baker Eddy founded Christian
Science in Lynn. Massachusetts was a center of pre-Revolu-
tionary incidents such as the Boston Massacre (1770) and the
Boston Tea Party. The first battles of the American Revo-
lution took place (April 1775) at Lexington and Concord.
After the war farmers and poor citizens, many of whom
suffered from debts and taxes, had to fight against the
economic oppression. An insurrection (1786-87) led by
former army Captain Daniel Shays and known as Shays’
Rebellion was severely suppressed. In the 1920s the state
drew the world’s atiention because of the Sacco-Vanzetti
case, These militant labor leaders were brought to trial on a
cooked-up charge of “murder” and electrocuted in spife
of the protests all over the world. The Bay State in late
1960’s got the reputation of the “most dovish in the union”.
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Anti-war demonstrations were held all ‘over the state,
The student movement in a state where educational insti-
tutions abound, embraced nearly every college. The war
hawks — racists and Birchites whose national headquarters
is in Belmont, make every effort to disrupt the peace move-
ment. Massachusetts is currently beset by many social
problems, racial tension has been high and there have been.
serious scandals involving corruption in government.

4. Massachusetts has always had a sea-oriented economy.
It is the leading fishery state of New England, and Boston is
the leading fishing port (having exported fish since the 17th
century), Gloucester, on Cape Ann, is another great fishing
port, specializing in cod and mackarel. The state is also
known for halibut, herring, tuna, and shellfish. The westward
expansion went along the roads left over from the Indians
(the Mohawk Trail). After the war of 1812 Massachuseits
turned to manufacturing for its principal livelihood. Over the
years, steady influxes of immigrants provided a plentiful-
source of labour, and workers were mercilessly exploited.
The state pioneered in the shoe and textile industry and
leads the nation in shoe production. Beverly, Lowell, New
Bedford, and Lawrence are textile centers. Lynn, Brockton,
and Haverhill are shoe centers, Attleboro is well known
for its jewellery.

Although Massachuseits is noted historically as a leading
shoe and textile state, these industries are being replaced in
importance by activity in the eleetronics field. Electrical
machinery and machine-shop products, paper and pulp,
and clothing are also noteworthy, particularly at Boston.
Leading cities are Boston, Cambridge, Fall River, Haverhilt,
Holyoke, Lawrence, Lowell, New Bedford, Springfield, and
Worcester, Other towns of some importance in the state’s
economy are Andover, Norwood, Woburn, Natick, Winchen-
don, Foxboro, Dalton and Montague,

Massachusetts’ cranberry crop is the nation’s largest,
it is half the nation’s total. Also important are dairy and
poultry products. Potatoes, truck crops, apples, rye and wheat
are grown, principally in the valleys. The marketing towns for
agﬁnliculmral areas are Dighton, Westford, Hanson, and many
others, : _

5. The state has long been known as an educational
center, Harvard College, founded in 1636 at Cambridge,
is the nation’s oldest university. Of the other most notable
are the Massachusetts Institute of Technology (M. I. T.)
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and Radcliffe Coilege at Cambridge; the University of Mas-
sachusetts, at Amherst; Amherst College, at Amherst;
Boston College, at Chestnut Hill, and others.

6. The state’s many historic spots have made it a mecca

for thousands of tourists annually, Among the places of
interest are Faneuil Hall, at Boston, called the “Cradie of
Liberty” because many anti-British meetings were held there
in colonial days; the Pilgrim Monument, at Provincetown,
commemorating the “Mayflower” visit there; Ply-
mouth Rock, at Plymouth, marking the spot where the
Pilgrims reputedly landed. Old Sturbridge Village, in
Sturbridge, is a recreated carly New England village of
35 authentic homes and shops, shown functioning. Other
historic spots are Swansea, Petersham, Sudbury.
. Besides its many historic sites, the state’s attractions
include the annual Tanglewood music festival in the Berk-
shires; the Museum of Fine Arts and Symphony Hall in
Boston; and Walden Pond near Concord, an area redolent
of the days of Emerson, Hawthorne, and Thoreau. Brook
Farm was a scene of a Utopean experiment (1841-1847)
by American followers of Ch. Fourier. Thousands of
tourists come to Massachusetts annually because of its
numerous vacation spots (Cape Cod, Nantucket, Martha’s
Yineyard, Ipswich, Marblehead and many others).

New England Confederation — ucm. Kondeneparus xo-
nouuit Hosou Arrnup, Massachusetts, Plymouth, Connecti-
cut and New Haven joined together in 1643 to form
“The Confederation of the United Colonies of New
England”. It was the first in a series of colonial attempts
to unite and work together. Representatives from the four
colanies were empowered to negotiate with the Indians and

_foreign powers—French and Dutch—and to settle differences
amohg themselves, The Confederation broke up in 1684
over opposition to the growing domination by Massachusetts,

New-England Primer (the) —ucm. 6yxBape 219 HoBol
Aurmum, A textbook for beginning readers, it first appeared
about 1690 and was used in the schools of all the colonies.
Since the reading matier was religious in nature it was also
read in the churches. This small, 88-page book was used for
almost a century and a half. It has been said of it that
“it taught millions to read, and not one to sin.”

Boston Tea Party — ucm. «BoCToHCKOS YaenuTHe», A raid
on three British ships in Boston Harbor (December 16, 1773)
in which a body of 50 men, disguised more or less as Indians,
threw. the contents of several hundred chests of tea into
the harbor as a protest against British taxes on tea and
against the monopoly granted the East India Company.
The incident marked the rising influence of the radical wing
in the colonies and helped initiate the open break between
Great Britain and the American colonists.

Parliament’s reply to the destruction of the tea was a
series of “Intolerabie Acts”, including closing of the port of
Boston unfil the tea was paid for. The rest of the colonies
rallied to the aid of Boston and brought the American
Revolution a step nearer.

Concord is known in
the history of literature as the home of Ralph Waldo Emer-
son, Nathaniel Hawthorne, Henry David Thoreau, and
other men of letters, often called the Concord Group.

The Puritan State —«mypuTaHckui 1WTaT» (Maccagy-
cetc). The Massachusetts Bay Colony was founded in 1630
by about 1,000 Puritans led by John Winthrop who followed
the Pilgrims. The company charter placed the powers of
government in a small group of Puritan leaders who hoped
to make-money from the fur trade, fisheries, lumbering and
possibly gold mining. They settled such towns as Boston,
Salem, Lynn, Roxbury and Dorchester.

Puritans, in general, were English followers of Calvin.
Puritanism was popular in England in the days of Cromwell
(XVII century). Cromwell himself supported the general
ideas of Puritanism, but he was sympathetic to sports, art-and
the theater, Puritanism of New England evokes the image of
a sour, fanatically joyless tribe. Dancing, especially the
village revels around the maypole, and music (excepting
solemn hymns) were banned equally with sambling, loose
social conduct, games and exhibitions, and indeed all
pleasures and enjoyments. They forbade all but the most
necessary work and absolutely all recreation on Sunday,
even mere idle strolling; the day must be given to attendance
at church and to prayer and Bibie reading at home. In New
England the Puritans tried to dominate all religious, politicat
and social life with a rigid hand, opposing any dissenters,
In the Massachusetts Bay Colony only those who belonged
to the church enjoyed the right to vote for the governor and
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‘members of the Legislature, called the General Court.
Church and state were virtually one in the “Bible Common-
wealth”. Ministers, chosen by the congregation spoke with
authority and therr word was enforced as law. Although
the Puritans were themselves dissenters, they did not
tolerate dissent from their beliefs and practices. The people
of Massachusetts are often called “Puritans™.

In 1931 the
Congregationalists merged with the Christian Church to
form the General Council of the Congregational and Chris-
tian Churches of the U.S. The combined churches have
over 2,000,000 members. '

The Friends (their official
name is the “Religious Society of Friends”) found a home
in Pennsylvania, 1681, where William Penn, a convert to
Quakerism welcomed them. Now the Friends have aban-
doned their special clothes and forms of address (“thee”
and “thou”) but have heid to their basic principles. There
are about 127,000 Friends in the U.S. '

Baptists [‘baptists) — OanTUCTBI, YNieHBI PEIHTMO3HOH

The views of Baptists subjected them to persecution in
New England during the 17th century, but they gained
strength in New York, Pennsylvania, Maryland and Virgi.
nia during the colonial period. They were dominant on
the frontier, and after the Civil War the number of Negro
Baptists grew rapidly owing to the ease of forming Baptist
church. Now, Baptists, with church membership of over
23,000,000 comprise the largest denomination of Protes-
tants in the U.S.

Salem ['se1lom] — CeitsieM, ropoy 8 1TaTe Maccadycere,
A county seat of Essex County, on a peninsula in Mas-
sachusetts Bay. Next to Plymouth, it is the oldest town
in the state. Became notorious in connection with the
witchcraft delusion of 1692. Excitement over witches spread
to the colonies, and before the ministers and magistrates
came to their senses, 19 people were hanged and hundreds
were imprisoned (hence its nickname the Witch City).
During the War for Independence it was a major center
for privateers. At the end of the 18th and the beginning
of the 19th century it was famous for its commerce with
the Orient. It was the birthplace of Nathaniel Hawthorne.
Now it has manufactures of cotton goods, radio tubes
and shoes. For many tourists it is still an old colonial
town. Among its places of interest is the “House of Seven
Gables”, an eighteenth century house (with a secret stair-
case) made famous by Nathaniel Hawthorne’s story, con-
tains memorabilia of the author.

The terrified merchants and
landowners in the state financed a militia and the rebel-
lion was crushed: Shays and some of his men were cap-
tured, and sentenced to death but later were released. The
unrest stimulated property owners to support the movement
for a stronger federal government that could prevent such
uprisings. The event contributed to the establishment of
the U.S. Constitution and a strong national government
that could serve the interests of the propertied classes.

Now an important fishing center, it was long the chief
American whaling center, succeeding Nantucket: this indus-
try was at its height in 1854, but has since greatly declined.
Among its places of interest is the “Seamen’s Bethel”,
a chapel frequented by the crews of the 19th century
whaling vessels. It has plagues on the walls commemora-
ting men lost at sea and a pulpit shaped like a whaling
boat’s prow—all exactly as described in Herman Melville’s

The Worcester Art Museum presents
a survey of art through 50 centuries, stressing early Amer-
ican painting, pre-Celumbian and centemporary arts. Also
in Worcester, the J6hn W. Higgins Armory displays me-
dievai armor, and the American Antiquarian Society has
a collection of early printing.

Natick [ nettik] — Hedruk, ue¢HTp 00YBHOH NPOMBIILIEH-
noerd, Town in E Massachusetts, in Middlesex County,
ab. 16 mi. SW of Boston. It has manufactures of shoes and
paper boxes. It was founded (1651) by John E¥ ot, missionary
to the Natick Indians, whom he converted to Christianity,
and called from this fact “praying Indians”, Natick Indians
were of Algonquian stock. This was the first of the seven
famous Indian “praying towns” of E Massachuseitts.
The Naticks were practically wiped out by other Indians
and the British during King Phillip’s War (1675)', and by
1680 there were only about 300 survivors.

Until a few years ago,
Radcliffe was a separate women’s institution, the “sister
school” of Harvard. Now it is fully integrated into the
Harvard system. “Cliffies”, as Radcliffe women are called,
attend Harvard classes and receive Harvard degrees. “Cliffies”
have a reputation for being terrifically intelligent and some-
what aloof.

Massachnsetts Institute of Technology (MIT) —Maccauy-
CEeTCKMH  TeXHoJordyeckHi UHCTHTYT, Established at
Cambridge, Mass., in 1859 it is one of the most famous
institutions in the USA for students who “hope to become
leaders in science, teaching, engineering and industry”.
An “independent”, “endowed institution”, it has excellent
laboratories on its camipus. Its greatest claim to distinction
lies in its faculty, which includes scholars, scientists and
engineers of world renown. Essentially an undergraduate
college, though research and graduate instruction are also
vital to its work, M. I. T.’s enrollment was about 7,200 in
1974. It is attended mostliyrby men, though there is a small
enroliment of women. MIT produces scientists in all fields,
many of whom continue in government research and consulting
positiens. Nicknamed “Mad Scientist University” by its alumni,
MIT is one of the few schools in the country where the computer
ﬁg is open 24 hours a day, and if’s busy on Saturday

Boston University — BocTOHCKHI YHUBEPCUTET (B OTJIH-
ype oT Iapeapackoro HaxoRUTed B camMoM boctone), Boston
University emphasizes the humanities. BU’s active social
scene is as enticing as its high-caliber academic qualities.®

Amberst ['zemorst]—AMxépcT. Name of a town and
viliage in central Massachusetts, about 20 miles N of Spring-
field: seat of Amherst college and of the University of
Massachusetts. Named after Amherst Jeffrey (1717-1797),
British field marshal, commander against the French in
North America.

Market house, containing a hall for public assemblies, at
Boston, built (1740-1742) by Peter Faneuil, a merchant,
who gave it to the city of Boston. It was a meeting place of
American patriots during the Revolutionary period (hence
its nickname the “Cradle of Liberty™).

Originally
known as the “Red Horse Tavern”, the inn changed its
name in 1863, to bask betier in the fame Longfellow created
for it in his “Tales of a Wayside Inn”,

Berkshire Hills — (the Berkshires) [’bu:gkjrs} — bépkunap-

famous for art and music in the summer, foliage in the fall.
Tanglewood, in the Berkshires, has the summer concerts
of Boston Symphony Orchestra.

LIMPCKHI MY3bIKaNbHBLE ecTuBane, Annual series of
public concerts of Stockbridge, Mass. The concerts are
sponsored by the Berkshire Symphonic Festival, a non-
profit corporation founded in 1934. The present and perma-
nent site of the concerts is the Tanglewood estate, in Stock-
bridge, where a music shed has been erected.

Lenox [’lenoks]—JIeHoke, LEHTp KypOPTHOrO padoHa
p bépxmmpcxux ropax. Lenox is generally acknowledged
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as the star town of the Berkshires, probably because it is the
summer home of the Boston Symphony Orchestra, The Tan-
glewood Concerts take place on the large Tanglewood
estate, where Nathaniel Hawthorne (1804—1864) lived and
wrote. Hawthorne’s writing strangely combines romance
with Puritan morality “The Scarlet Letter” (1850), “The
House of the Seven Gables” (1851).

Pittsfield [‘pitsfi:ld] —ITaTchunn, KypopTHBII ropoa B
Bé pkiumpckux ropax. In Pittsfield, the Berkshire Athenaeum
has memorabilia of Herman Melville, who lived there
while writing “Moby Dick”, a scrimshaw and whaling
collection and a large library. The Berkshire Museum,
Pittsfield, has paintings by Rubens, Van Dyck, Reynolds,
Murillo, the Hudson River artisis, etc.; mineral and animal
rooms; one of the sledges with which Robert E. Peary
reached the North Pole,

Williamstown ['wiljomztgun}—YunesMcTayH, XypopT-
el ropon B Bépxumepeknx ropax, The Sterling and Fran-
cine Clark Art Institute, Williamstown, displays 14th~17th
century European paintings, a large collection of Impres-
sionists, sculpture, silver and drawings.

In his chief work, which is subtitled “Life in the
Woods”, Henry David Thoreau tells of his simple, healthy
hermitlike life on the shores of Walden Pond, near Concord,
Mass., where he built himself a hut, cultivaied a garden and
lived for years on an annual outlay of eight dollars. The book
is noted for its descriptions of nature.

Farm at West Roxbury
(now in Boston), Mass., the scene of an experiment in
agriculture and education by the “Brook Farm Association”,
of which the chief founders (1841) were George Ripley,
George W. Curtis, and Charles A. Dana. Fourierismz was
introduced in 1844, the “Brook Farm Phalanx” was incorpo-
rated in 1845, and the organization was dissolved in 1847.

Cape Cod [kerp kod]—Keitn-Kon, monyocTpos B mirate
Maccauycerc. Also the Cape, The cape is 70 miles long
and juts at least 30 miles into the Atlantic, far enough to be
washed by the warmer waters of the Gulf Stream. Below it
are the two most famous islands in America; Martha’s
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Vmeya.rd and Nanmcket. They have become famous as a |
landmark and resort area. The most famous of Cape Cod
resorts are Provincetown, and Hyannijs. Much of Massa-
chusetts’ million-barrel-a I{car crop of cranberries comes
from Cape Cod. Bogs are flooded at harvest so the buoyant
berries can be eas:ly gathered by wooden brooms and
‘whisked by conveyor belts 1o waiting trucks. Cape Cod is
a peninsula without bedrock - it is all sand. Before white
men came here in any numbers, the cape had stands of hard-
wood and top soil, which protected the Atlantic shoreline
from the sea’s fury When the hardwood went, the sea and -
the wind played havoc with the sand - shores were eaten
away, the same sand was deposited along the moors surround-
ing Provincetown. The sandly dunes of Cape Cod evoke
the 18th century tales about witch Goody Halliett, “little old
woman of Nauset Sea” dancing the nights away in scarlet
shoes, wailing like the wind as she heaped ill fortunes on
wayfarers who dared intrude into her barren domain. For
nearly a century, according to the tales, Goody reigned over
Eastham and the Cape’s deadly shoals. She whipped up
hurricanes and lured ships to disaster with a lantern kung
from a whale’s tail. Stoked with hot rum, thetwitch used to
get into the whale’s stomach, dicing with the Devil for souls
of doomed sailors. Legend says the Devil eventually strangled
his wicked consort, and years later, a pair of red shoes found
in a dead whaie’s belly confirmed Goody’s death,

Cape Codders — xuteny nonyoctposa Keim-Kon, Also.
Codders. They are popularly believed creative, independent, -
solitude-loving people, a people bound to the Cape by the
ture of the land and the relaxed way of life.

Provincetown [’provinstaun]-—IIpoBuHcTayn, ropoa B
mrrate Maccauycetc, Town in SE Massachusetts, at the
extremety of Cape Cod peninsula: fishing and fishpacking
planis; notable as a summer art colony. The “Mayflower”
came to anchor here in 1620, before the landing at Plymouth.
The Provincetown Players, a pioneering lite-theater group,
was organized here. Provincetown or P’town, as some call
it is the name most familiar to first-timers on the cape.
It attracts artists and celebrities and is exceedingly easy-
going — in rather startling contrast to the town’s early history
as the first landing site of the Pilgrims. Several leading
artists summer here, and the town’s long Commercial Street
has at least a dozen art galieries, side by side with museums.
The Provincetown Playhouse on the Wharf gained national
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recognition for its innovation in theater (in 1976 the theater
as well as the Eugene O’Neill Theater Museum were de-
stroyed by fire).

Sandwich [‘sendwit]]—Canayud, KypOpPTHEIT I'OPOIOK
Ha nonyoctpoBe Kenn-Kon. Town in SE Massachusetts,
in Barnstable County, on Cape Cod Bay at the W end of the
Cape Cod peninsula, It is a summer resort. Settled in
1636 or 1637, it was the site of a factory where the pressed
ware known as Sandwich glass was made from 1825 to 1888.

Mashpee 'm&[pi: — Mainmnu, mocenex Ha MOJIYoCTpoBe
Kenn-Koz. Named after an Indian tribe it is in the heart of
Cape Cod and in the heart of cranberry country. Descendants
of the Mashpee Indians still gather cranberries from the
many bogs.

Nantucket [nan’takit) — HantakeT, 0CTpOB ¥ KYPOPTHBIN
ropoa B mraTe Macgaaycerc.

1. An island in SE Massachusetts, in the Atlantic Ocean,
lies 30 miles of Cape Cod.

2. Town in Massachusetts: summer resort and yachting
center., Was famous as a whaling center in the 18th century
and the beginning of the 19th.

It is not by chance that both Captain Ahab and First Mate
Starbuck of the ill-fated “Pequod” (in Melville’s famous
novel “Moby Dick”) were Nantucket men. Nothing could
have seemed more likely to Melville’s readers, and besides,
one Captain George Pollard of Nantucket did lose a ship to
an enraged sperm whale. Nantucket was once the whaling
capital of the world, its Main Street is lined with elegant
19th-century homes and the Whaling Museum offers a
whaling boat among other exhibits, Inhabitant: Nantucketer.,

Martha’s Vineyard —MapTac-BuHbApO, OCTPOB y IIO-
Gepexnsa mTaTa Maccauycerc, Island in the Atlantic Ocean,
SE of Massachusetts, to which it belongs, forming the chief
part of Dukes County. It is separated from the mainland
by Vineyard Sound (ab. 5 mi. wide) and is a summer
resort. Chief town, Edgartown. In 1977, the state legislature
decided to take away the island’s individual representation,
incorporating it into a single district with Cape Cod. Natives
of the istand didn’t like the idea, and they formed a group to
push for secession. They received offers from many states
in the US for annexation — including Hawaii. A compromise
was worked out, and Martha’s Vineyard remained part of
Massachusetts. Of course it would have been a joke to have
Martha’s Vineyard, Hawaii,
