A New Zealand student, Jake Martin, won an award for a “gasifier”
that he built for a science competition. Listen to the interview and
answer these questions.

Reporter: I'm at the Genesis Energy Realize the Dream awards
dinner where 29 secondary school students have been listening to
the results of this year’s national science competition. Over 20
awards have been announced, including the Supreme Award for
Research Excellence and Public Communication. This top prize —
seven thousand dollars — has gone to 17-year-old Jake Martin of
Cambridge High School. I’'m here with Jake now. Jake, can you
tell us about your invention?

Jake: Well, I made something called a gasifier, that’s a machine
that burns carbon-based products and turns them into gas.

Reporter: Carbon-based products? You mean, coal, gas, oil ...
that kind of thing?

Jake: Yes. Except that my gasifier doesn’t burn coal or gas —
it burns wood.

Reporter: Wood? Why wood?

Jake: Well, wood is a renewable source of energy. Wood grows
again, not like coal or gas. Once you use them, they’re gone for
ever. I use wood chips which I cut up at school or I cut up trees
and bushes that Dad has taken down in the garden.

Reporter: So your gasifier turns wood into gas ...

Jake: Yes, and you can use this gas to run an internal
combustion engine, you know, the kind of engine you have in a
car for example.

Reporter: So how powerful is this gasifier then?

Jake: With my gasifier you could run a 660 cc engine. And that
would give you enough power for a small house.

Reporter: How long does the engine have to run to give you
all that power?

Jake: Erm ... About six hours. Yes, to get enough energy to run a
house for 24 hours, the engine has to run for about six hours a day.

Reporter: How did you start to get interested in gasifiers?

Jake: I guess I’ve always been interested in alternative energy,
green energy, doing something for the environment. And I suppose
I also like burning stuff. So I thought ... this is a good way to
bring these two interests of mine together: burning stuff and
making renewable energy for a house.

Reporter: You’ve just won seven thousand dollars. That’s quite
a lot of money. Have you any idea how you’re going to spend it?
For more science projects or just for fun?

Jake: Well, right now, when I build an engine, I make all the
parts myself. That takes time, so in a way it would be great if I
could buy the stuff instead of making it. But yes, I guess I’d like
to spend the money on some science project.

Reporter: OK, Jake, thanks for the interview. Enjoy spending
your prize and I hope you go on to make many more exciting
science discoveries in the future.

Presenter: Street lighting’s important for the safety of road users
and pedestrians. But leaving thousands of lights on all night in a big
city can cost ratepayers huge amounts of money. Then there’s the
carbon emissions from all the electricity they need and the whole issue
of light pollution as well. So in some places street lights get turned
off altogether. That’s the situation in the small town of Drentrup
in central Germany. Well, that was the case until Frau Grose had a
bright idea. Her daughter, Lena, told me how it all came about.

Lena: Well, this was actually my Mum, because she was always
really worried about me, because, like, I live in a little, little, in a
really small village, and it’s always pretty dark because the street
lights, they’re turned off at like 9 pm. And then it’s pretty dark
and we live really close to the forest, so we were always afraid of
robbers, or something like that, so my Mum was like, “Well, we
have to do something.” It’s not really safe for the kids to go out
after like 9 pm when the street lights are off. So my father wanted
to call our ... erm ... mayor. But he said, “Oh, no, we cannot leave
it on longer because it’s too expensive.”

Presenter: Right ...

Lena: And then like if ..

Presenter: So the ...

Lena: Yes?

Presenter: So the mayor of the town didn’t want to keep the
lights on after 9 pm because they were trying to save money.

Lena: Yes, of course. It’s too expensive so they said, “No, we
turn it off at nine o’clock, so ... and that’s enough.” And then my
father went to an exhibition of the Stadtwerke Lemgo, that’s like

. erm ... the public services where we get our energy from. And
there he saw, like a machine, you just put a coin in it and then
the energy goes on. And then he was like, “Oh, maybe we can use
this one for the street light.” That you just call a number, and
then you pay for it, just for your call, and then the light goes on.
That was actually the idea. So, and then, yeah, that’s Dial4Light.
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Presenter: And that’s how it all started ...

Lena: Yeah ...

Presenter: ... so literally, you ... you get your cell phone, you
dial a local number, and ...

Lena: Yes, there is the number on the street light and then you
just dial it, but you don’t have to pay for the energy, you just
have to pay for the call.

Presenter: But if only one light goes on, I mean, is that a problem?
I mean is that ... surely you need the whole street to be lit up?

Lena: Yeah, yeah, yeah, it’s the ..., it’s the street, not only one
light. It’s the street.

Presenter: And how long does the light stay on for?

Lena: 15 minutes.

Presenter: So long enough for you to .. you know, if you’ve
come home from shopping, or you’re trying to park the car, that’s
that’s, that’s lots ... and the system is up and running today?

Lena: Oh, yeah, yes. We have like, I think, 35 streets working
here, so yeah.

Presenter: And you, you use it on ... I mean it’s easy to do,
so you’re, you’re on your way home, or you’re about to leave the
house and you just hit the number and on it goes?

Lena: Yeah, it’s pretty easy to use because you just have to dial
the number. Well, first you have to go to the Internet, and then
you have to check out the website Dial4Light, and then you have
to log in there, and then they get, like, all your information, and
then you just call the number on the street light, and then, yeah,
the light goes on.

Presenter: And so, how have locals responded to this? I mean,
have people been positive, or ...

Lena: Oh, yes. We just have positive... er like ... erm ... erm ...

Presenter: Good, you have good ...

Lena: The people there ...

Presenter: You have good feedback.

Lena: Yeah, good feedback. Really good feedback.

Presenter: The costs for this ... I mean the town is saving money
because they’ve not got their street lights on, but the costs for
you as a consumer, you have to pay for that local cell phone call?

Lena: Yeah, just for the cell phone call, but not for the energy.
That’s for free. It’s just the cell phone call and that’s not really
expensive.

Presenter: So how much energy is the town saving?

Lena: About 35 per cent.

Lena: Yeah, yep. That’s amazing.

We can all see and feel the effects of record temperatures of up to
40 degrees Celsius. But why is it that we seem to have more and
more hot summers, and that the heat stays not only for weeks but
for months? Are we perhaps beginning to see the effects of global
warming? And if that is so, what can we do about it? Well, I'm
joined now by two experts in the field of energy issues and global
warming, Professor Alan Ray from the Physics Department of the
University of London and Professor Charles Green from the Institute
of Alternative Energy in Bolton. Welcome to the programme.
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Alan: Good evening.

Charles: Good evening.

Sue: Alan, you’re saying that oil, and the use of petrol in
particular, is the main reason for global warming and that it’s
high time we did something about it.

Alan: Yes, indeed. I believe we are seeing the end of the oil
age, or at least we should do everything to stop using oil. The
air pollution caused by burning oil or using petrol is the main
reason for global warming, which is already changing our lives
dramatically. We could easily use electricity for our cars instead.
The technology is already there! So we really need to have more
clean energy, and I’m sure that this can only be done by building
more nuclear power stations.

Sue: Charles, what’s your opinion on that?

Charles: I agree on the point of global warming. We should stop
using oil and drive electric cars. But using nuclear power instead
is totally out of the question. It’s just too dangerous!

Alan: Oh, and where do we get the electricity from if not from
nuclear power?

Charles: Well, as you know, there are a lot of alternative ways
of producing clean energy. We should use the wind or the sun, for
example, to produce electricity.

Alan: All right, but you know that you can’t get enough energy
from the wind. If we want to do completely without oil, we really
need quite a lot of electricity and that can only be done by using
nuclear power.

Sue: Charles, why do you think that nuclear power is too
dangerous?

Charles: We all know what happened in Chernobyl in 1986. A
whole nuclear power station exploded! Thousands of people died.
Imagine the consequences if something like that happened in
London.

Sue: Alan, I can see your point about wind not being very
effective, but couldn’t solar energy be an alternative?

Alan: But we haven’t got enough sunshine here in Britain, have
we?

Charles: So what? We’ll just produce electricity where there’s
lots of sunshine. In Africa, for example.

Alan: Ah, and how do you want to transport that electricity all
the way to Britain? Maybe in bottles?

Charles: Rubbish!

Sue: Excuse me, but ...

Charles: You just use very long power lines. That’s how you
do it.
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Alan: But with long power lines you lose too much energy. Hah!

Charles: That’s why at my institute we are also trying to develop
better power lines, so we can do without oil or nuclear power, save
the environment and even give people in Africa a chance to earn
some money!

Alan: Hmm. Still, I don’t think we can do without nuclear
power. What about all my research?

Sue: Well, in any case, we can safely say that we should find
an alternative to oil and try to stop global warming or we’ll have
even more heated discussions like this in the future. Thank you
very much both of you. I’'m Sue Perfless and you’re listening to
London’s Radio Active.

Teacher: OK. Last time we were talking about the American
Revolution. Who remembers when that was? Cindy?

Cindy: 1776 to 1789?

Teacher: Close. Anybody else? — Darleen?

Darleen: I think it ended in 1783.

Teacher: Yes, that’s right. Treaty of Paris — remember that.
It could be on the test. — And what were the American colonists
fighting for? — Brad?

Brad: Freedom, independence.

Teacher: Exactly. So once they had that independence, they had
to set up a new system of government. Now, if you’ll just look at
this handout, I"d like you to try and complete it while I’'m telling
you about the system they set up.

Now, for most of the colonists, the most important thing about
the new government was that no one person should have all the
power. Why would that be? — Randy?

Randy: Because of the bad experience they just had with the
English king.

Teacher: Exactly. The colonists felt the British king had been
too powerful. So they tried to set up a system of government where
no one person had all the power. The system they came up with had
three powers, each one as strong as the others. The idea was that
each one of these “branches”, as the powers are called, would watch
over the other two and keep them in check. So the balance between
the three would be the same all the time. This is called a system
of “checks and balances”. How does this system work? OK, first
of all: the three branches. At the top of your chart, you have the
President. On the left, you have Congress, and .. — Yes, Kevin?

Kevin: How do you spell “Congress”?

Teacher: Come on, you guys: not everybody can be good at
everything. Kevin has lots of talents — spelling just isn’t one of
them. ... That’s C-O-N-G-R-E-S-S, C-O-N-G-R-E-S-S, on the left.
And on the right is the Supreme Court, yes, the Supreme Court.
OK, let’s look at Congress first. Congress has two houses. Can
anybody name them? — Jessica?

Jessica: The House of Representatives and the Senate.
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Teacher: Right. You’ve been watching the news, haven’t you,
Jess? The House of Representatives and the Senate, that’s S-E-
N-A-T-E. Congress — that’s where they make the laws for the
whole country. So, Congress makes the laws, but the President
has to sign them. If he — or she — isn’t happy with a law that
Congress has passed, he can veto it, which means he can say
“no” to a law. So, while Congress makes the laws, the President
can veto them. But if there are enough people in the House of
Representatives and the Senate who disagree with the President’s
veto, they can override his veto, which basically means they can
pass the law without him. That’s “override”. But they need a
two-thirds majority to pass a law over the President’s veto.
As you can imagine, it isn’t easy to get that many politicians
to agree on anything, so Congress doesn’t pass laws over the
President’s veto very often. The other way Congress can limit
the President’s power is to impeach him. “Impeach” — what’s
that? ... Anybody?

Boy: Kick him out?

Teacher: I couldn’t have said it better myself. If Congress
thinks the President has broken the law, they can impeach him
— I-M-P-E-A-C-H, kick him out — which basically means they
can take away his powers and make him give up the presidency.
But Congress has only tried to do that twice. Does anybody know
who those Presidents were? Nobody? Well, I guess you’re all too
young to remember ... We’ll talk about that another time. Now
let’s take a look at the President. His main job is to enforce the
laws. — Yes, Brad?

Brad: You mean like a cop who enforces the laws?

Teacher: Yes, the President is something like the top police
officer for the whole country. It’s his job to carry out the laws
and make sure others follow them, too. The President’s main check
on Congress is — as I said before — his right to veto.

What about the Supreme Court? What does it do? Well, its main
job is to interpret laws. That means it decides what the laws really
mean. The nine judges — that’s nine, it goes in your chart: nine
judges — of the Supreme Court also decide whether laws passed by
Congress are constitutional. That means they decide whether they
are allowed under the Constitution. Please add the Constitution at
the very top of your chart. Yes, right at the top. Do you have a
question, Randy?

Randy: Is this going to be on the test?

Teacher: Gee, Randy, I don’t know. But it wouldn’t hurt you
to learn it now, would it? This is all about how our country
works.
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Now where was I? ... Right, the Constitution. The Constitution
is the basic law of the land, and all other laws have to agree with
it. The Supreme Court also checks on the President. The nine
judges decide whether what he does is constitutional, too.

But who checks on the Supreme Court? Well, the Congress,
mostly. Congress can impeach a Supreme Court judge if that man
or woman has done something illegal. And the President is the
one who nominates the judges. That means he suggests them for
the Court, but Congress must ratify his choices. R-A-T-I-F-Y,
ratify. And once the judges are on the Court, they’re on it for
life. They don’t have to leave the Court at a certain age, and most
stay there till they die. That makes them very independent — and
very powerful.

OK, I hope you’ve been able to complete your charts. This is
pretty important stuff, so let’s go through it together. Lee-Ann,
why don’t you start by explaining why the system is called ...

The veto is a power that the President
has. The most important job that Congress has is to pass laws for
the whole country.

Hi everybody. Welcome to Belinda’s Britain. This is Belinda
Wilson with my weekly report from Britain for VX TV in San
Francisco. Last week I looked at sports in this island nation and
found out that the British are as sports crazy as we Americans.
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This week I want to tell you about how the British get around
their island, which, by the way, is much bigger than you think,
about the same size as Oregon or half the size of California. Well,
the British don’t use their cars as often as people in the USA.
But the car is still the most popular form of transport and most
journeys are made by car. But you can always find another way
to move around the country if you prefer not to use a car. You
can travel to many places by train, for example, and the British
also have a very good network of long-distance buses — they call
them, err, “coaches” — which are much, much cheaper than trains.
They’re a bit like our Greyhound buses.

So what about flying? Well, compared to the USA there aren’t
so many domestic flights, because Britain is much smaller. The
most popular routes are north-south routes, between Scotland and
England. But generally people don’t fly so much within Britain.
Only one per cent of the distance travelled in the UK is by air.

I said that British people don’t use their cars as much as we
do. One reason is that it’s often a lot easier to go places on foot.
People here often walk to the shops to get a newspaper and a few
other things. One reason is that they have fewer parking lots in
Britain — they say “car parks” — here. So there’s no place to
park your car when you get to the store. And secondly, petrol,
eh, I mean gas, is so much more expensive in Britain that lots of
people really do think twice before they use their cars for short
distances.

One thing I don’t like very much is driving in London. In San
Francisco we drive downtown, park the car, do the shopping and
then drive on to another part of the Bay Area. But in London, you
can’t just drive into the city centre. You have to pay a congestion
charge on weekdays. At the moment it costs £8 a day, that’s about
$12! And parking! Well, whatever you do, don’t park your car in
a no parking area. If you do, you’ll come back from your shopping
and see a big sticker on your car that says ‘Stop! Don’t try to move
itl’ And you can’t move it, because the wheels have been locked
with a big piece of metal, called a wheel clamp. Before you can
drive away you’ll have to wait until someone comes to unlock the
clamp. And you’ll have to pay a lot of money, too.

OK. Time to go. See you next week, when my report will be all
about teenagers in Britain. I think you’ll be really interested in
this because the truth is ...

To begin with, please look at this slide. The chart here shows
which countries people from the UK visited in 2008. As you can
see, there were just under 14 million visits to Spain and about
11 million visits to France. 4 million people went to the USA and
Ireland. About 3 and a half million people visited Italy. Over 2
million went to Germany, Portugal and Greece. And almost exactly
2 million went to the Netherlands and Turkey.

It’s very clear that Spain and France are the most popular
destinations. The USA, Ireland and Italy are popular, too. Germany,
Portugal, Greece, the Netherlands and Turkey are in the second
half of the Top Ten.

We’ll need to offer quite a lot of holidays in Spain and France.
And we’ll need to make sure we offer holidays in the USA, Ireland
and Italy. Germany, Portugal, Greece, the Netherlands and Turkey
are not so important, but we cannot ignore them. They are in the
Top Ten after all.

In my opinion people who do extreme sports and risk their lives
are crazy. And the costs for us all are high when they break their
arms or legs, or have to spend weeks and weeks in hospital.

We need brave people like that, so that we can
find out what humans can do, what’s possible and where the limits
are.

Barbara: I’m really glad I started to learn windsurfing. I love
gliding across the waves and enjoying the wind in my face ... until
I fall into the water, of course.

Jason: Well, it’s a great sport, but you can’t avoid getting wet.

Barbara: Yes, so I noticed. But what I like about it is that it’s
not a dangerous sport.

Jason: That’s true if you’re sensible and follow a few basic rules.

Barbara: For example?

Jason: You shouldn’t go windsurfing when the wind blows from
the land to the sea, because the wind can carry you out to sea.
Beginners often don’t notice that. Sometimes they panic and decide
to leave their board and swim for the shore. That’s something you
should never do. On your board you float, so you don’t get tired so
easily. Don’t forget that when you’re in the water, you lose body
heat, too. Cold can kill. The water off the coast of California is
pretty cold even when the air is warm. If you’re in water that’s
40 °F, you’ll start to have problems after about half an hour. Cold
water makes you feel confused. It’s possible that you’ll become
unconscious and if that happens, you could drown.

Barbara: Gee, that all sounds pretty scary.

Jason: Yeh, but you don’t need to be scared if you’re careful and
know what to avoid. One golden rule is to avoid windsurfing on your
own. Go with a friend or friends. If you get into difficulties, you can
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help each other out. If you can’t find anybody to go with, tell somebody
where you’re going and when you plan to be back. Oh, and before you
set off, find out what the weather is gonna be like. Storms often come
faster than you expect. And if you’re not sure if it’s safe to go out,
stay on shore. So another useful rule is: if in doubt, don’t go out.

Barbara: What about clothing?

Jason: Good point. A wet suit is often a good idea, because it
protects you from the cold and the sun. You can also protect your
hands and feet with neoprene gloves and booties. Are you a strong
swimmer?

Barbara: Not really. I soon get tired.

Jason: Right, then make sure you wear a life jacket when you
go out. You don’t have to wear one, of course, but you’ll feel more
confident if you do and you’ll enjoy it more. Another thing — if
you start to feel cold, come out of the water. And if it’s a hot,
sunny day, don’t forget to drink a lot of water.

Barbara: Is the Bay Area a good place to go windsurfing?

Jason: Yes, it is. In spring and summer there are lots of high
winds, so it’s very popular with windsurfers. You can expect winds
of 20 knots and more. And when you get more experienced you can
go to the coast. Half Moon Bay is good for windsurfing.

Barbara: How long have you been teaching windsurfing?

Jason: Well, I started teaching windsurfing in 1996, when I was
20, but I began windsurfing when I was eight.

Barbara: And how long have people been windsurfing? It’s quite
a young sport, isn’t it?

Jason: You’re so right. Windsurfing began in the late 1960s,
although the idea goes back to the 1940s. Two guys called Hoyle
Schweitzer and Jim Drake, both from California, wanted to combine
surfing and sailing. They saw that the main problem with surfing
was that you had to wait for waves. They made the first successful
windsurf board in 1968. In the seventies it became popular in
Europe as well and of course, today you find windsurfing all over
the world.

Awards also known as the “Oscars”. Are these statements true,
false or is the information not stated?

The Academy Awards (frequently known as the Oscars) are
prizes presented annually by the Academy of Motion Picture Arts
and Sciences for outstanding achievements in the film industry.
The awards are presented at a formal ceremony in Hollywood. It’s
the oldest media award ceremony. The first ceremony was held on
Thursday, May 16, 1929 to honour outstanding film achievements
of 1927 and 1928. The statuette known as “Oscar” that is awarded
at the ceremonies is gold-plated and weighs 3.85 kilos. It shows a
knight holding a sword, standing on a reel of film with five spokes,
which represent the original branches of the Academy: actors,
writers, directors, producers and technicians. During World War
II the statuettes were made of plaster, and then changed for gold-
plated ones after the war ended. The name “Oscar” is a nickname
that has been around for decades. Its origin is unknown, although
there are several different stories. The most common one claims
that the nickname came from a comment made by a librarian at the
Academy. The first time she saw the statuette, she commented that
it looked like her Uncle Oscar. The awards are voted upon by the
over 6000 members of the Academy, whose members are all major
players in the movie industry, grouped according to their various
professions, such as acting, directing, cinematography and writing
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— a total of fifteen fields in all. In the first round, nominations
are made only by members of their respective profession or field.
For instance, directors nominate the work of directors, actors the
performances of actors, etc., each providing a list of their top
five choices. The exception is Best Picture where all members
are allowed to submit their top five. The award ceremony takes
place in late February or early March, and the invited guests walk
down the red carpet wearing the creations of the most prominent
fashion designers of the day. It is televised live all over the world.
The Academy claims that the awards show has up to a billion TV
viewers internationally. Only the Olympics Opening Ceremony and
FIFA World Cup Final have more. In 2010, the organizers of the
Academy Awards announced that winners’ acceptance speeches
must not run past 45 seconds. This was to prevent long and
embarrassing displays of emotion, as often seen in the past.

Brad: Well, it’s all computers, of course, and they have a whole
system of video cameras, scanners, laser beams, radar sensors on
the roof and windows so the car has a 3-D map of its surroundings.
It sees pedestrians, cyclists, trees, dogs, any kind of obstacles, and
a kind of SatNav system tells it where to go.

Penny: Yes, but how ... I don’t see how ..., well, OK. So, what
are the big advantages?

Brad: Surely, that’s obvious. Robot cars are green. They don’t need
petrol. We could reduce carbon emissions in cities by 70 to 80 per
cent. Just imagine, our cities would be much nicer places. The air
would be cleaner and the streets would be quiet. There’ll be much less
noise pollution. Secondly, we wouldn’t be dependent on oil and on oil-
producing countries. And think about the lives that would be saved by
reducing the number of road accidents. Over a million people are killed
in road accidents every year and over 50 million are seriously injured.
There are well over a thousand road deaths annually in the UK, and in
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the USA about 45,000 — most of them young people. Robot cars don’t
crash. Our world would be much safer if traffic wasn’t dangerous.

Penny: Well, I’'m not convinced. Anyway, lots of people love
driving. They want to drive themselves.

Brad: Well, I don’t think Dad would mind having a car that
drives itself. He could stay in bed longer and have his breakfast
driving to work! He hates having to drive long distances. He says
it’s no fun. And you know that Mum hates driving in heavy traffic.

Penny: And do you think normal people — well, you know what I
mean by “normal” people - are they ready to drive robot cars? These
cars may be fun projects for scientists, but for people like Mum and
Dad? Would people trust them? I’'m not sure that I would ...

Brad: Well, I read that they will come into use in the next 15
to 20 years, it’s just a matter of time. So don’t worry, sis. You’ll
have plenty of time to think about it.

Stella: Fairtrade is a non-governmental organisation that aims
to help producers in developing countries to obtain better trading
conditions.

Presenter: Graham, tell us about the Trade Justice Movement.
It’s also an NGO, isn’t it? What do you do? What are your aims?

Graham: We lobby to change the rules and practices of world
trade. Our aims are similar to those of Fairtrade organisations, but
we focus on changes in trade policy rather than on individuals.

Presenter: So basically both organisations are fighting against
the unfair trade practices that result in poverty in developing
countries. Is that correct?

Graham: Yes, that’s right. We both believe that current global
economic systems, where rich countries exploit poorer countries,
are not only unjust, they are immoral. We believe that most of
our major problems such as global warming, terrorism and mass
migration are the result of an unfair globalisation. And that’s what
we must change.

Presenter: But could changing our shopping habits really make
a difference?

Stella: Shopping connects us with millions of people across the
world who produce the things we buy and use every day. But not
everyone gets a fair deal. Many farmers in developing countries
who grow crops like cocoa, coffee, tea and bananas don’t earn
enough to pay for the things that we take for granted, like access
to clean water, medicines and a child’s education.

Presenter: So what habits should we change?

Stella: Well, among other things you can buy products with the
Fairtrade label. Sometimes you have to pay a little bit extra, but
it’s worth it to know that farmers are getting a fair deal. And, of
course, you can buy local produce, buy organic, and reduce general
consumption. If everyone did it, it would make a difference.

Presenter: And what do you think, Graham?

Graham: Well, what Stella says is true, of course. At present
it’s impossible to have the kind of lifestyle we have, and do no
harm. You can buy only organic food, products with Fairtrade
labels, or recycled products, but it still won’t be enough because
the systems associated with consumerism are out of our direct
control. The reality is that only enormous changes in our systems
will help us to avoid a catastrophe.
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Stella: That’s pretty negative, Graham. If millions and millions
of people each make a small contribution, of course we can make
a difference.

Graham: Well, I’m not saying we shouldn’t make an effort,
especially if we feel we need to do our bit and have a clear
conscience. What I’'m saying is, we need to do more. It’s not
just a question of shopping; it’s a question of putting pressure
on governments, lobbying members of parliament, joining action
groups, and so on.

Presenter: Stella?

Stella: There’s nothing to stop us doing all of those things.
But let’s start with ourselves, with our own habits, and tackle the
bigger picture at the same time.

Presenter: I think that’s a very good idea to end our discussion
with. Thank you both.

Presenter: Good evening, and welcome to the programme. Our
topic this evening is getting involved. We have two guests on our
programme who are actively involved in voluntary work: Thomas
Baker from Bristol, who works for Amnesty International, and
Amrita Banerjee, who works as a volunteer on community service
projects for the BCVS, the Bradford Community and Voluntary
Service. Thomas, let’s start with you. Many of us have heard the
name Amnesty International, but what exactly do they do?

Thomas: Amnesty is a non-governmental organisation that
researches and draws attention to cases of human rights abuse
anywhere in the world — that means, among other things, defending
women’s rights, children’s rights and the rights of refugees. Amnesty
also aims to end torture and abolish the death penalty.

Presenter: Could you give us some examples of your campaigns?

Thomas: Oh, there are thousands. But one of Amnesty’s very
first ones was back in 1962 when they decided to take on the case
of Nelson Mandela, who at the time was leading peaceful anti-
apartheid activities. But as well as helping individuals, we look at
groups of people who are suffering injustice. Now, for example, we
are looking into unlawful killings by security forces in countries
in Central and South America. Another campaign is on behalf of
pregnant women in Africa. Every year, more than half a million
women die from pregnancy-related complications connected with
human rights abuses.

Presenter: How big is the organisation?

Thomas: Very big. We have about two million members
worldwide.

Presenter: Yes, that’s big. And what do you actually do for the
organisation?

Thomas: I’'m a volunteer. We have a group in Bristol that
organises fundraising activities and collects signatures on petitions.
We send thousands of letters to governments and embassies drawing
attention to cases of abuse in their countries.

Presenter: And have you ever met any of the people you’ve
helped?

Thomas: No. It tends to be a bit anonymous in that respect,
but we do get letters from people and their relatives. But I don’t
mind. I just like being part of such a great organisation that is
helping to change the world for the better.

Presenter: Thanks, Thomas. Now I’d like to hear from you,
Amrita. Tell us more about the BCVS.

Amrita: The BCVS is an umbrella body for voluntary
organisations in Bradford. Our aim is to support, promote and
represent the interests of the community. We’re much smaller than
Amnesty International — but I believe we are just as important
in our own way. We don’t have millions of volunteers, but we do
have thousands — in fact more people now volunteer in Bradford
than in any other comparable city in England.

Presenter: And what do the volunteers do?

Amrita: We work on various projects to make life easier for
people living in the community, and help people to work together
on things that concern them, such as childcare, health, and
improving the area they live in.

Presenter: Can you give us some examples of your projects?

Amrita: Well, we have a gardening project, where we offer to do
the garden for people who are no longer able to do it themselves.
We have a car scheme, where people with cars spend a couple of
hours a week giving a lift to someone who is unable to go out
alone. And we have BEES — the Bradford Environmental Education
Scheme.

Presenter: And what exactly do you do, Amrita?

Amrita: Well, I’ve been involved in various projects, but at
present I'm a part of the car scheme and I’'m a conservation
volunteer for BEES.

Presenter: What does that involve?

Amrita: Well, we meet once a week, mainly on Sundays. Our
current project is a nature trail in the local woodlands. It will be
something for everyone, and we’re very proud of it.
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Presenter: What gives you the most satisfaction in your
volunteer work?

Amrita: T enjoy having personal contact with the people I’'m
helping. It makes me feel good to see that I have made their lives
a little more pleasant. And I believe you can make the world a
better place by starting on your doorstep.

Many of you have written to us to say that you’d like a part-
time job for extra cash, but you’re not sure what kind of work
you can do and when. So what does the law say about child and
youth employment in Britain? It gets a bit complicated, so here
are the main facts.

Until you reach school-leaving age at 16, you can only work
a certain number of hours a week, and there are only a few jobs
that you can do.

If you’re under 13, you aren’t allowed to work at all, but you
can babysit with or without pay.

If you are 13, you may do only light work such as a paper round
before school, or easy shop work. You can work for two hours on
schooldays, but only for one hour before school starts.

At 14 you may do other kinds of work too, but not heavy work
on a building site or in a factory, for example. You can only
work 12 hours a week during term time, including two hours on
schooldays and Sundays or five hours on Saturdays.

15- to 16-year-olds may work 8 hours on Saturdays. There is no
National Minimum Wage for under 16s.

In the school holidays you can work more. 13- and 14-year-olds
can work for 5 hours a day, but only 2 hours on Sundays. You can
work 25 hours a week altogether.

15- and 16-year-olds are allowed to work up to 35 hours a week
in the school holidays, but only 2 hours on Sundays, and no night
work.
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At 16 and 17 you have the right to the National Minimum
Wage, which is 3.64 an hour. The NMW for 18- to 20-year-olds
is 4.92 an hour.
