Universal Studios, also known as Universal Pictures, was founded in 1912
in New York. It’s the oldest movie studio in the United States of America and
the fourth oldest in the world — the oldest being Gaumont Pictures in France,
which was founded in 1902.

As the film industry began to move west and studios began to open up
on large areas of what was at that time cheap land in California, Universal
decided to join the trend and in 1915 opened the world’s largest motion picture
production facility, Universal City Studios, near Hollywood. Unlike other film
companies Universal Studios was open to tourists right from the start.

Soon Universal was the largest studio in Hollywood, but for many years it
wasn’t the most successful until, in the 1930s, it began producing horror films.
Among them were Dracula and Frankenstein, which became horror classics. In
the 1940s Universal produced some popular musicals, but throughout the 1940s
the studio was best-known for its low-budget films.

In the 1950s, however, the studio had its first success with science-fiction
films — and following in that tradition three of the Studio’s films Jaws in 1975,
E.T. in 1982 and Jurassic Park in 1993 all became huge box-office successes
and made a lot of money for the studio.

The first Universal Studios theme park opened in California in 1964. Themes
from films and television shows are integrated into rides such as the Schreck
4D Show and the Jurassic Park Ride. There is a House of Horrors and a studio
tour, and you can experience an earthquake and a tornado.

A second theme park was opened in Orlando, Florida in 1990 and a third one
in Osaka, Japan in 2001, where 11 million guests visited the park in the first
year. In 2010 a fourth Universal Studios opened in Singapore, with a science-
fiction city attraction that is not found in any of the other parks. South Korea
will be next and there are plans to open a Universal Studios theme park in
Moscow in 2018.

Speaker D: Parents should contact their children’s teachers to let them know
their child has taken part in TYCTWD. Teachers can then ask children to talk
about their experiences.

In this way the
children can learn from each other.

Speaker E: TYCTWD should be planned carefully so that your child gets the
most out of the day. Tell your boss and your colleagues what you would like
to do and ask them for their cooperation. It’s a good idea to sit down and talk
to your child about what they want to learn that day, what they expect and
what you expect of them. Make sure the day is as interesting and interactive
as possible.
