Russia is one of the world’s largest countries. Living
in Russia makes one a Russian citizen, but not all
Russian citizens are ethnic Russians. There are )
about 180 different ethnic groups living in Russia.
In the 2010 census 80.9 percent of the population
that disclosed their ethnicity (111,016,896 people)
are ethnically Russian. The next largest groups are
Tatars (3.8 percent), Ukrainians (1.4 percent),
Bashkirs (1.15 percent), Chuvash (1.05 percent),

Chechens (1.04 percent), Armenians (0.86 percent)
and Belarussians (0.38 percent).

In the Russian language, there are two different
words, one for all Russian citizens, whatever their
ethnicity is — ‘rossiyane’ and the other for ethnic
Russians — ‘russkiye’. However, the word ‘rossiyane!
has no equivalent in English and all Russian
citizens, regardless of ethnicity, are called
‘Russians’ in English speaking countries.
