Children were easier to manage and control, and, perhaps mog
importantly, children were paid less than adults.
The children of the poor were forced to work by economic conditions. Charles Dickens,
with his family in the debtor’s prison, had to work at the age of 12 for a blacking factory,
The Industrial Revolution at the end of the 18th century brought up the dispute over
child labour. It was not until then that child labour came to be seen as a social problem, The
rights of children and education became more important. However, it was only at the end ol
the 19th — beginning of the 20th century when the laws protecting children appeared.
The minimal role of child labour today is one of the most important changes in the social
and economic life of the US and Europe over the last two centuries.
