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B |ntroduction

Course overview

Cambridge English: Advanced Result is a shorter,
contemporary and attractively designed course
with unusual, eye-catching artwork. It covers the
major language skills, and provides students with
comprehensive preparation for the Cantbridge
English: Advanced exam at the Council of Europe
C1 level. Its lively, up-to-date texts are taken from
authentic sources, such as newspapers, magazines,
brochures and books, and include interviews and
radio programmes. Its engaging topics are designed to
stimulate interest and provoke discussion.

Each unit of the course has a general topic heading,
but each section within the unit is free-standing and
has a different angle on the overall topic. This gives
teachers flexibility in planning lessons and provides
variety for students. There is an emphasis on grammar
and vocabulary work throughout the course and a
Review section at the end of each unit which allows
students to check what they have learned. Dictionary
skills work is integrated throughout the Student’s Book
and Workbook.

As well as being encouraged to consolidate, improve
and activate their knowledge of the English language,
students are given extensive training in all the
examination skills and task types. The How to do it
boxes offer general help in tackling these task types,
and in building on their language skills, while the Tip
boxes give additional helpful hints on how to approach
individual tasks.

The flexibility, organisation and additional components
of the course enable it to be used with students
studying several hours a week throughout the
academic year, or with students on shorter, more
intensive courses.

The course consists of a Student’s Book with Online
Practice, class audio CD, a Teacher’s Pack, and
Workbook Resource Packs (with or without key).

Course components
The Student’s Book

The course consists of 12 units, each of which is
divided into these sections:

e Lead in

® Reading

® Vocabulary

® Grammar

® Listening

® Speaking

* Writing

® Review

The Lead in sections are designed to introduce,
through a variety of skills input and activities, the
various sub-topics and key vocabulary of the unit.

The Reading sections deal comprehensively with

all the Reading task types. There is a short lead-in
question before students tackle the exam task and
sometimes a short exercise based on the vocabulary

in the text itself, although students are not encouraged
to find out the precise meaning of all the words in the
text. The last exercise often invites students to react to
what they have just read.

The Vocabulary sections draw on and expand topic
or lexico-grammatical vocabulary from the Lead

in, Reading or Use of English pages, and encourage
students to use the vocabulary in context. As well as
topic-related vocabulary, there are functional phrases,
useful expressions, easily confused words, word
formation tasks, and phrasal verbs. Many of these
sections encourage students to refer to a dictionary,
and a number of exercises are designed to show
students how a dictionary can help specifically with
exam tasks, as well as generally supporting their
language learning, and helping them to become more
independent learners.

The Grammar sections adopt a holistic approach to
grammar, tackling general areas by checking what
students already know, and then inviting them to



practise newly acquired knowledge. The sections are
cross-referenced to the Grammar Reference at the back
of the Student’s Book.

The Listening sections introduce the topic in question
and encourage students to react to what they have
heard. The tasks cover all the Listening task types and
students are encouraged to build on their listening
skills in a variety of ways, e.g. by deciding why
answers are wrong.

The Speaking sections focus on a particular part

of the Speaking test. Students are invited to listen

to recordings of other students doing the different
parts of the Speaking test, evaluate the students’
performances, then tackle the tasks themselves. As
well as in the How to do it boxes, help is also given in
the form of groups of phrases, e.g. Answering personal
questions, which students can use when doing the
tasks. Colourful artwork is included for the exam
tasks. Wherever possible, the pictures have been given
a prominent position on the page to facilitate their use.

As well as highlighting the individual task types, care
has been taken to make the Use of English sections as
interesting and stimulating as possible. Each section
covers one or more of the task types and most also
focus on another aspect of language, e.g. spelling and
punctuation, grammar or vocabulary. Dictionary skills
work, similar to that in the vocabulary sections, also
features here.

The Writing sections deal comprehensively with the
compulsory Part 1 question and all the task types in
Part 2. Models of good and less effective writing styles
are given and students are invited to analyse these,
practise their writing skills at sentence or paragraph
level, then produce a complete piece of writing of their
OWn.

The Review sections test the main vocabulary work
studied in the unit. Several short exercises invite
students to revise the highlighted vocabulary sections
and main writing focus, and identify any areas
requiring further study. They provide a valuable
progress check at regular intervals and can be done
in class or set for homework, depending on the time
available.

The Exam Overview outlines comprehensively what
each part of the exam consists of, how long each
paper lasts and the number of marks awarded, and
explains the grading system or criteria for assessment,
where applicable. Each paper is broken down into the
following:

e the number of items, sections or task types in
each part

e what you do in each part
e what each part tests

Cross-references to the How to do it boxes on the
relevant pages of the Student’s Book are given here.

The Writing Guide gives students additional support
with further questions, model answers and guidance
for writing essays, informal and formal letters and
emails, reviews, reports, and proposals.

The Grammar Reference provides comprehensive rules
and explanations for the usage of individual grammar
items, namely: present and past tenses, future

forms, non-continuous verbs, passives, gerunds and
infinitives, relative clauses, direct and indirect speech,
modals, reduced clauses, conditionals, wishes and
regrets, comparatives and superlatives, emphasis, and
phrasal verbs.

The Appendix contains additional material for certain
pages of the Student’s Book.

A card at the back of the Student’s Book gives access
to the Online Practice and one online practice test.
See pages 134-5 for more information.

The Teacher’s Pack

The Teacher’s Pack consists of a Teacher’s Book with
Speaking DVD.

The Teacher’s Book contains procedural notes and a
full answer key, including suggested answers, for the
activities in the Student’s Book. It also includes the
audio scripts for the listening sections with highlighted
answers, as well as optional activities for classroom
use. There are 12 Unit Tests and four Progress Tests
with answer keys, which can be photocopied for
classroom use.

The Teacher’s Pack also contains a DVD for the
Speaking Paper, designed to familiarise teachers and
students with the format and requirements of the
exam and support them in preparing for it. Although
the DVD does not show any actual exam footage, the
tests are scripted according to Cambridge guidelines,
the ‘candidates’ taking part are real students at

this level, and the ‘examiners’ are experienced oral
examiners. Different students and combinations of
students are shown doing different parts of the test,
except in the complete test, which features the same
students throughout. Teachers should clarify to their

students that in the exam they will do the whole test
with just one other candidate, or occasionally, when
there is an odd number of candidates at the end of an
examining session, with two other candidates.

The DVD also includes explanations of the assessment
criteria used by the examiners. A summary of these
can be found on page 133.

The DVD can be used at any point in the course for
training, and will make a useful revision tool. It is
recommended that teachers watch all of the DVD
before using it with their students. They can then
choose to show their students all of the DVD, or

individual sections.

The Workbook Resource Pack

The Workbook Resource Pack consists of a Workbook
(with or without key) and a MultiROM. The MultiROM
at the back of the Workbook contains audio material
linked to the Listening sections in the Workbook.
Students can play the audio in a CD player or on

a computer. There is also a link which launches
students to www.oxfordenglishtesting.com where they
get access to an online practice test. The test offers
additional authentic exam practice to the test available
with the Student’s Book, automatic marking for instant
results and an online dictionary look-up facility. For
further information, please see pages 134-5 or visit the
website itself.

The Workbook consists of the same number of units as
the Student’s Book and mirrors the examination task
types. The umbrella topics are the same as those in
the Student’s Book but the section topics are different,
although they have some connection to those in the
Student’s Book. Each unit consists of five sections:
Reading, Vocabulary, Grammar, Listening and Use of
English.

Vocabulary and Grammar are given a high profile.
The Vocabulary sections pick up on and extend the
vocabulary introduced in the Reading texts. The
grammar sections both consolidate what has been
taught in the Student’s Book and introduce further
mini-grammar sections, e.g. adjective and adverb
order, in the Grammar Extra sections.

The Listening and Use of English sections give
students further practice in exam task types.

Dictionary skills work also features in the Vocabulary
and Use of English sections.

Workbook Review sections

After every three units, i.e 1-3, 4-6, 7-9, 10-12, there
is a two-page review of the vocabulary and grammar
in the three previous units. These enable students

to check their own progress at regular intervals and
identify any areas requiring further study.

The Writing section at the back of the Workbook

consists of an additional task for each of the 12 units.
The tasks mirror those in the Student’s Book.

Speaking

The Speaking section provides practice activities

to help students prepare for the Speaking paper.
Some tasks focus on knowledge about the test in
order to help students understand what to expect
from the test. Some tasks, tips and photos are taken
from the Student’s Book in order to help consolidate
skills practised there, and there are other, additional
activities.

The Myers-Briggs Type Indicator (MBTI) is a psychological
test which aims to help a person identify their
personality by selecting preferences. Katherine Briggs
and her daughter Isabel Myers developed the test during
World War 11, based on the theories of the psychoanalyst
Carl Jung.

Last year, | travelled to Ypres in Belgium to pay a visit to the
famous Cat Festival, which is held there on the second
Sunday in May. ‘Kattenwoensdog’, which translates as ‘Cat
Wednesday’, was introduced over two centuries ago. The
story behind the festival is an interesting one. At that time,
Ypres was an important centre for the wool trade. The wool
was collected together in the town's huge Cloth Hall before it
was sold. It attracted a lot of hungry rodents, so cats were
used to control their numbers. The cats subsequently bred
and eventually became a nuisance and had to be got rid
of. Nowadays, the cats used in the festival are toys and the
event is enhanced by parades celebrating famous cats. The
festival was well worth the visit. It was extremely colourful
and there was a fantastic atmosphere. What particularly
attracted me was the parade of bands and beautifully
decorated carnival floats — with so many different themes —
which passed through the town. This was followed later on
by a magnificent firework display on the town ramparts. But
before that (it had unfortunately started to rain by then
but it didn’t seem to make any difference to the
spectators), a jester appeared on the Cloth Hall tower and
began to toss toy cats to the crowd below. Everyone
scrambled to pick them up as a souvenir but | decided it
would be much safer to buy one later at the tourist office to
remind me of the event!

| was working in Valencia when a friend told me about a
festival called La Tomatina. Apparently it has its origins in
the 1940s, when a group of friends started an impromptu
fight with some tomatoes.

When my friend told me
that you can expect upwards of 20,000 combatants to take
part — double the town’s population — | decided that this
was something | had to see. | quickly found out that there
are no alliances at La Tomatina — it’s just the biggest food
fight in the world.

to happen in places already inundated with
tourists. With sites like these everyone’s well
aware from very early on that some kind of
money-spinning centre is on the cards.

If
you ask me, too many tourists arrive at a place
of interest, pay their sometimes exorbitant
entrance fee, then make a dash for the main
attractions. They often miss out on the carefully
thought-out displays designed to give them an
idea of why the place was built, what role

it had in history, what kind of people lived
there ... that kind of thing.

Well, | do hope it succeeds in getting that
message across to visitors. But from what I've
read, the aim seems to be to maintain the
aura of Petra as a lost city, a place to be
discovered. | think Stonehenge should be
treated like this as well and all the people
I've talked certainly feel that sites like these
should reveal their secrets slowly, so that you
never know what's around the corner. If they
achieve that in Petra, despite all the publicity,
and ensure that the numerous tourists don't
damage it, it'll be a resounding success.
Absolutely. And building a visitor centre is one
way of ensuring that these places do survive
intact and are actually protected and in the
long run, it’s up to us to make sure that this
happens.

bird photographer, had been a teacher for years before
going full-time into photography. I've only once met anyone
with any kind of formal training. He attended a university
in England where he did a degree in what's called Biology
Imaging, that’s a combination of biology and photography,
filming and drawing. And he still ended up working as a
safari guide!

The best way to get yourself into the profession is to do it
alongside a job that brings you as close as possible to your
subjects. This could be as a conservationist or travel guide.
Then, while photographing, you can slowly start selling
pictures while your experience and expertise grows. After a
few years, you might decide that you can give up the other
job. One thing many people overlook is that, once you are

a professional, it’s no longer about taking®great pictures
because you love it. It’s about earning enough money to
compensate for all the expenses such as equipment, films,
processing, travel, etc. And making a living. This puts quite a
few people off. But you have to remember that you will not
only be marketing your pictures, but, in a way, also yourself.
So if you're wondering what subject would be best to take
at university, forget about creative subjects and take
Business.

As you all know, The Lizard is a very popular area for divers,
both amateur and professional, and this is because of the
number of accessible wrecks that litter the seabed. The
Lizard is the biggest trap for shipping in British waters. It juts
out into the Channel to welcome sailors home to England ...
and to sink them by the thousand on its reefs and cliffs.

The wrecks of The Lizard date back centuries and many
contain real treasure — and | mean real treasure. For
example, divers can easily find gold coins. A lot have
already been recovered but I'm sure there are still more
down there. The diving is especially good on the reefs
offshore from Porthleven to Lizard Point. This is basically
one big sailing-ship graveyard — there are cannons on almost
every 500m of seabed!

On 24 December 1807, the HMS Anson set off from
Falmouth and was sadly destined to become one of these
wrecks. She was setting sail to join pairols trying to block
the French ports, but by the time Captain Charles Lydiard
reached the French coast, she was running into a severe
gale and finally had to turn homewards to seek shelter in
Falmouth again.

The Anson was in real trouble and the crew must have been
overjoyed to see the safety of land. But imagine how they
felt when they realised it was not the entrance back into
Falmouth but the dreaded Lizard. Lydiard tried to sail her
out of the trap but by then she was dipping her head into
the huge seas and, slowly but surely, she was being blown
into danger. She hit an uncharted reef of rock just 100
metres from the beach. The ship shuddered and her main
mast broke. In the enormous seas there was little chance of
survival for the crew. The mast, however, had fallen onto
the beach and formed a sort of bridge which some sailors
were lucky enough to use. Captain Lydiard was not one of
the lucky ones. He died in the surf on the beach — as did
190 out of the 330 men aboard. Even though people on the
beach tried desperately to help the men, the waves were
just too strong and they died only feet from safety. And the
Anson joined countless other wrecks.

Cannons from the Anson are still there today — just 100
metres off the beach. Diving the Anson is fascinating, I'd
really recommend it, but ... you must make sure the sea
conditions are right. Diving here can be very dangerous
indeed. »

And did you have any choice in what kind of
placement you were given?

Oh, absolutely. | opted to work in Nepal with
an organisation which aimed to achieve
conservation through human development.
While a colleague and | were working there,
we developed our own programme — that was
a real challenge! Our aims were twofold: one
was to reduce the numbers of snow leopards
lost because of illegal hunting. But, at the
same time, we set out to increase incomes
and opportunities for local communities in
the area.

That sounds like a tall order!

Indeed. Snow leopards are a flagship species
for bio-diversity in the Himalayas, and
they're one of the world’s most endangered
cat species. Hunting them is prohibited, but
residents view them as a pest because they kill
large numbers of livestock.

And how did your programme help tackle
these difficulties?

Well, we tackled both issues simultaneously by
introducing livestock insurance for farmers,
and also through creating savings and credit
groups. _

So how did that work in practice?

The two projects were deliberately linked to
allow profits from the savings and credit
groups to be used in compensation for

unit8 [
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livestock losses. Donors provided the initial
grant and funding for the project but the
project itself is owned and run by the local
community. So the scheme is self-financing,
and the community makes the decisions. Local
people can now borrow money to develop
business or enterprises.

Interviewer: Can you give us an example?

Tom: Certainly. One that springs to mind was the
purchase of cheese-making equipment. Local
milk's now coriverted into cheese and sold
to trekkers passing through. We hope all this
will ultimately help the snow leopard. At
the moment it’s difficult to determine if
there’s been a decrease in the number of
deaths due to poaching, but what we can
say for certain is that many of the herders
have started to insure their herd against loss.
What we're counting on is that profits from
the scheme can be put back into community
projects and veterinary services, and benefit
the whole region.

There’s plenty of proof that you can't rely

on past achievements! A quick glance at
advertising shows that the industry is littered
with campaigns that stayed around too long
and ended up damaging the brand. So much
so that the brand often disappears for ever —a
problem one famous and highly successful
fashion company encountered in its last
campaign.

So what steps can you take to ensure your long-
term survival?

Well, the only way to ‘ensure your long-term
survival® as you so aptly put it, is relentless
investment in talent and opportunity, and

a constant questioning of one’s past — the
desire to break with what you've created and
the courage to start again — the ‘If it worked
vesterday, it certainly won't work tomorrow’
sort of philosophy. For example, for most
brands, the general thinking is that a strong
heritage is considered an asset, a competitive
advantage. And on the surface, there doesn’t
seem anything wrong with that! But it’s the
conventional view and it presents advertising
agencies with an interesting dilemma. How

do they succeed as brands? We are, perhaps,
an industry that can be trapped by our past
glory. Just as a shark has to keep swimming

to survive, an agency has to keep evolving to
succeed. It has no fixed assets, no past equity to
trade, and in reality, very little goodwill.

So all in all, would you recommend the
industry as a career?

Overall, | would say it's an industry for
newcomers. It's an environment where the
newcomer is regarded with greater relevance
than anything else. And this is probably
because as an industry we're obsessed with
youth. A 50-year-old creative is an increasing
rarity. Or if they're still employed, they're
consigned to some branch office in the back of
beyond.

So, in remembrance of the bravery of their
forebears, the locals of Catoira re-enact the Viking invasion
in which they defended their castle and their property

from the invaders. But there’s a lot more going on besides.
On the Sunday morning, there’s a parade — accompanied
not as you might imagine by a band — but by folk groups.
After gathering at the Town Hall, these groups entertain
the crowds as they move through the streets and also
once they have arrived at the Torres del Oeste castle. This
fortified structure from the 11th century is one of the most
important archaeological and historical legacies in Galicia.
Nowadays it contains the ruins of two towers and a chapel
dedicated to St James the Apostle.

In addition to the parade, there’s a market — not a modern
one but a mediaeval one — for those interested in making
purchases of a more old-fashioned nature. But you're
advised to get there early because, although it's supposed
to begin at 10 o'clock, crowds start building up long before
that. :

Assessment is based on performance in the whole test, and is not related to performance in particular
parts of the test. Students are assessed on their own individual performance and not in relation to each

other.

Marks are awarded by the assessor, who does not take part in the test, according to five analytical criteria:
Grammatical resource, Vocabulary resource, Discourse management, Pronunciation, and Interactive
communication. The interlocutor, who conducts the test, gives a mark for Global achievement.
