This gives a total of 30 which is weighted so that it represents 25% of the
total marks for the whole examination.

Preparing for the Aeading component

To prepare for the Reading component, you should read a variety of authentic texts: for
example, newspapers and magazines, non-fiction books, and other sources of factual material,
such as leaflets, brochures and websites. 1t is also a good idea to practise reading {and writing}
short communicative messages, including notes, cards and emails. Remember, you won’t
always need lo understand every word in order to be able to do a task in the exam.

Before the examination, think about the time you need to do each part. It is usually
approximately 50 minutes on the Reading component and 40 minutes on the Writing component

Examiners look at four aspects of your writing: Content, Communicative Achievement,
Organisation, and Language.

Content focuses on how well you have fulfilled the task, in other words if you have done what
you were asked to do.
Communicative Achievement focuses on how appropriate the writing is for the letter or story

and whether you have used the appropriate register.
Organisation focuses on the way you put the piece of writing together, in other words if it is
logical and ordered, and the punctuation is correct,
Language focuses on your vocabulary and grammar. This includes the range of language, as
well as how accurats it is.

Reading

The Glen Nevis River Race

Glen Nevis is known as the ‘outdoor
capital’ of Scotland. Britain’s highest
mountain, Ben Nevis, rises above the
area, while the waters of the River Nevis
flow through the rocky valley below. The
spectacular scenery attracts walkers and
climbers all through the seasons, despite
the cold weather in winter.

During the summer months, one of the most exciting activities is the annual Glen Nevis
River Race, in which competitors race for three kilometres along the river, but not in a
boat. Instead, each competitor uses a lilo, a plastic bed filled with air normally used for
camping or floating in the sea, or another kind of beach toy to race along the river. There
are rocks, waterfalls and sections with scary names like Dead Dog Pool and the Leg

Breaker for them to get through though there are areas of calmer waters too.

Competitors sct off at 30 second intervals by jumping with their lilos from a tiny shelf
in a rock into the fast-flowing water 12 metres below. It can take anything from 20
minutes to over two hours to complete the course, depending on the level of the river
and the abilities of the competitor.

There is much discussion amongst people who take part regularly about which type
of lilo works best for the race. Some prefer short wide ones, while others say that
2 long narrow one is better. But since you can use anything that floats, all kinds of
beach toys such as bananas, sharks and crocodiles can be seen floating down the
river.

The only rules are that competitors must be at least 16 years old, and should provide
their own crash helmet, a rubber wet suit and a life jacket. Gloves and old trainers are
recommended to protect against knocks and bumps. The most important qualification,
however, is a sense of fun.

The race is full of exciting moments, and the greatest of these is at the Lower Falls
Leap, where terrified competitors have to jump over a ten-metre waterfall not far from
the finish. More than 3,000 athletes have taken part in the race during its 30-year
nistory. Their £30 entry fee helps to raise money for the mountain rescue team, whose
members provide an essential service in the region for free. The race is a popular
afternoon out for visitors and it costs nothing to watch, although any money given is
gratefully accepted.

The prizes may not be fantastic, but everyone receives a certificate of completion and
the winner gets the title River Race Champion and all agree that it has been worth it
‘or the satisfying feeling of reaching the end safely.

His worst moment came when he had to drink some dirty water from a
stream. A serious fever kept him in bed in hospital for five long days. He was determined
not to give up and go back home before he had completed his challenge, but found it
hard to carry on because he felt so weak. Yet despite all this, Cliff now says, ‘If | could
afford it, | would like to do something similar again.’

My first long motorbiking trip - by Graham Jones

I began riding motorbikes when I was eighteen years old, as a passenger on the back
of my friend Luke's bike. It was a classic motorbike - big, fast, and noisy! Our first few
rides were short trips — which he was very careful to make as enjoyable as possible
for me —and as a result I fell in love with the whole motorbike experience almost
immediately.

However, after we'd stopped to have a rest and were about to
carry on riding, one rider in the group, Tania, suddenly found her bike wouldn't start.
Some people in the group finally managed to get it going, but in the end Tania had to
turn round and go back home by herself, knowing that if she stopped anywhere, she
wouldn't be able to start her bike again. She bravely decided she could ride back home
alone, but I doubted whether I'd have such a confident attitude in the same situation.

Our group then drove on to the mountains and stopped for some lunch - and that's
where things started to go wrong. The weather turned bad and it began to snow. Then,
without asking anyone, the leader of the group had the idea of going in a completely
new direction up a steep mountain road, with corners that would be difficult for
motorbikes even when the weather was good ~ and by now it was snowing quite heavily!

When we finally made it to the top of the mountain, Luke was annoyed. He said it was
oo risky to be on a mountain in such bad weather, and that we should go back down.

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Arctic expedition

Ann Daniels and Helen Findlay faced the dangers of polar bears, thin ice and frostbite when they
became members of an expedition to the Arctic in 2010.

The expedition team consisted of six scientists and a separate group of three explorers. While Helen
and the other scientists were setting up a laboratory site on the ice in northern Canada, Ann and two
other explorers set off on a 500 kilometre Journey on foot across floating sca ice from Greenland to the
North Pole.

Both groups planned to measure how thick the ice was at various sites in the Arctic. They would also
collect water samples for testing, in order (o discover how the chemistry of sea water was changing,
and what effect this was having on plant-life and animals in the ocean. On previous expeditions, the
water was tested in the summer, using ships at sea, but they had never collceted it from under the ice
before. The research was important for understanding what might happen in other oceans around the
world in the future, as a result of climate change.

Ann Daniels was working in a bank in 1996 when she answered an advert, inviting ordinary women

to join a trek to the North Pole in the Arctic. Since then she has become one of the world’s leading
professional polar explorers. For the 2010 expedition, she and her two colleagucs attended a week-long
fitness camp to prepare them for pulling the 120 kilogram sledges over the ice for 12 hours a day.

Despite her previous experience, however, Ann suffered in the freezing conditions. ‘It gets into your
bones and never leaves you, even when you’re in your tent at night,” she said. *Especially at the end of
an expedition when you’re totally exhausted.” Yet Ann successfully guided her companions for 73 days
and collected all the samples and information that were needed.

Helen Findlay was one of the scientists on the laboratory site based in Canada. Although it was not her
first visit to the Arctic, she had never been there in winter and realised that carrying out experiments

in such an extreme environment would be challenging. The laboratory tents were heated, but getting
cquipment to work outside while wearing gloves and thick clothes meant every job took twice as long

- as it would normally. When they went out onto the ice to collect samples, the scientists were protected
by two guides with guns and bangers to frighten any curious polar bears who might be attracted by the
smell of humans.

Despite the difficulties, both Ann and Helen stayed out on the ice for the whole of the project, and the
results of their studies have been widely published.
