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Exam Overview

Introduction

Cambridge English: Key (KET) for Schools corresponds to Level One in the Cambridge

ESOL five-level system. It also corresponds to CEFR level two (A2).

There are three papers in the examination: Reading and Writing, Listening, and
Speaking. There is no minimum pass mark for individual papers. The Reading and
Writing Paper carries 50% of the total marks, and Listening and Speaking each carry
25% of the total marks. Candidates need to score 70 to achieve a passing grade.

The format and level of the exam is identical to Cambridge English: Key (KET).

Paper 1 Reading and Writing (1 hour 10 minutes)

Reading

The Reading and Writing Paper has nine parts and 56 questions.

The Reading texts are authentic and adapted-authentic realworld notices, newspaper
and magazine articles, and simplified encyclopaedia entries.

The guided Writing tasks include a short message, note or postcard of 25-35 words.

Note Some verbs are not used in the continuous tenses, for
example need, want, know, hear, smell, agree, seem, appear,
understand, etc. These verbs refer to a state, not an action:

e with for and since to show the duration of an action or state up
until the present:
She hasn’t bought any new clothes for ages.
They have lived here for ten years, and they don't want to move.
I've worked here since 1998.
e in British English with just, ever, already and yet:
I've just arrived.
Have you ever been here before?
He's already packed his suitcases.
Haven't you finished yet?
You use the present perfect continuous
e with for and since to talk about an activity that started in the
past and is still happening:
I've been waiting since ten o'clock.
They haven’t been learning English for very long.
e to talk about an activity that has finished and whose results are
visible now:
My hands are dirty because I've been digging the garden.
You use the past continuous
e to talk about something that was already in progress when
something else happened:
The telephone rang while we were having dinner.
Was it raining when you left the house?

wote As with the present continuous, this tense cannot be used
with ‘state’ verbs:
Jamie's cake tasted delicious. (NOT was tasting)

o to talk about what you know or think will happen in the future
(but not about your own intentions or plans):
She'll be 25 on her next birthday.
Will he pass the exam, do you think?
This job won'’t take long.
o for requests, promises, and offers:
Will you buy some milk on your way home?
We'll be back soon, don't worry.
I'll help you with your homework.
You use the present continuous
o to talk about future plans where the time is mentioned:
He's flying to Thailand in June.
What are you doing this weekend?
I'm not starting my new job till next Monday.
You use the present simple
o to talk about future plans where something has been officially
arranged, for example on a timetable or programme:
We leave Prague at 10 and arrive in London at 11.50.
School starts on 3rd September.
o torefer to a future time after when, as soon as, before, until, etc:
Ring me as soon as you hear any news.

The picture was painted by Turner.

e when you do not know who performed the action, or when this
information is not important. It is common in formal writing, for
example scientific writing;

The liquid is heated to 60° and then filtered.
If you want to say who performed the action, you use by at the
end of the sentence:

The painting was stolen by masked thieves.

Itis possible to put a verb that has two objects into the passive:
An American millionaire gave the museum the painting.
The museum was given the painting by an American
millionaire.

note Some verbs cannot be used in the passive and this is shown
at the entries.

Verb patterns

When one verb is followed by another, you need to know what
form the second verb should take.

Every time you learn a new verb, write it down with the pattern that
it uses. You will soon come to know which pattern looks or sounds right.
The meaning of the verb can sometimes make one pattern more
likely than another. The following points can help you to make a
good guess:



Many verbs that suggest that an action will follow, or will be
completed successfully, are followed by to do:

(can) afford to do sth help (sb) to do sth
agree to do sth need (sb) to do sth
decide to do sth wait (for sb) to do sth
hope to do sth want (sb) to do sth
intend to do sth would like (sb) to do sth
manage to do sth advise sb to do sth
offer to do sth allow sb to do sth

plan to do sth enable sb to do sth
remember to do sth encourage sb to do sth
try to do sth getsb todo sth

(or try doing sth) persuade sb to do sth
volunteer to do sth remind sb to do sth
ask (sb) to do sth teach sb to do sth
expect (sb) to do sth tell sb to do sth

Nouns

Countable and uncountable nouns

Countable nouns can be singular or plural:
a friend/two friends
one book/five books
Uncountable nouns cannot have a plural and are not used
with a/an. They cannot be counted. It is possible to say some
rice but not a rice or two rices. Abstract nouns like happiness,
importance and luck, are usually uncountable. Some nouns have
both countable and uncountable meanings. Some nouns are only
singular. They cannot be used in the plural. Other words are only
plural. You cannot say a-sungfasses. To talk about individual items,
you say a pair:
a pair of sunglasses
two pairs of sunglasses
Words like clothes, goods and headphones can only be used in the plural:
| need to buy some new clothes.
Nouns which describe groups of people, such as the poor are plural:
The poor are getting poorer and the rich are getting richer.

much, many, a lot, a little, a few

Much is used with uncountable nouns, usually in negative
sentences and questions:

| haven't got much money left.

Did you watch much television?

Much is very formal in affirmative sentences:
There will be much discussion before a decision is made.

Many is used with countable nouns, usually in negative sentences
and questions:
There aren’t many tourists here in December.
Are there many opportunities for young people?
In affirmative sentences, it is more formal than a lot of:
Many people prefer to stay at home.
A lot of or (informal) lots of is used with countable and
uncountable nouns:
A lot of tourists visit the castle.
He's been here lots of times.
I've spent a lot of money.
You need lots of patience to make model aircraft.
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A little is used with uncountable nouns:
Add a little salt.
A few is used with countable nouns:
I've got a few letters to write.
Note that in these sentences, the meaning is positive. Few and
little withour a have a negative meaning.

Articles

The definite article
You use the definite article, the, when you expect the person who
is listening to know which person or thing you are talking about:
Thank you for the flowers
(= the ones that you brought me).
The teacher said my essay was the best (= our teacher).

You use the with the names of rivers and groups of islands:
Which is longer, the Rhine or the Danube?
Where are the Seychelles?
Menorca is one of the Balearic Islands.

The indefinite article
You use the indefinite article, a (an before a vowel sound), when the
other person does not know which person or thing you are talking
about or when you are not referring to a particular thing or person:
He's got a new bike. (| haven't mentioned it before.)
Can I borrow a pen? (Any pen will be okay.)

You also use a/an to talk about a type or class of people or things,
such as when you describe a person’s job:
She's an accountant.

You use a/an in prices, speeds, etc:
$100 a day
50 cents a pack
70 kilometres an hour
three times a week

No article

You do not use an article when you are talking in general:
 love flowers (all flowers).
Honey is sweet (all honey).
Lawyers are well paid (lawyers in general).

You do not use the with most names of countries, counties, states,
streets, or lakes:

I'm going to Turkey.

a house in Walton Street

She's from Yorkshire.

Lake Louise

They live in lowa.

or with a person’s title when the name is mentioned:
President Kennedy
BUT the President of the United States
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The possessive with 's

You can add ’s to a word or a name to show possession. It is most
often used with words for people, countries and animals:

The comparative and superlative forms of most adverbs are made
with more and most:

hard harder hardest
little less least
much more most

Adverbs of frequency

You put adverbs of frequency after be and auxiliary verbs, and
before other verbs:

She is always on time for lessons.

He has never ridden a horse.
You can put usually, often and sometimes at the beginning or
end of a sentence:

Usually | get up at 7am.

| get up at 7am usually.

We use too to mean more than sufficient or more/less than
necessary. We can use too + adjective or adverb, too much/many
+ noun, and too much/many + of + pronoun/determiner.

It's too cold to go swimming.

You're talking too fast — | can't understand you!

We use (not) enough in questions and negative sentences to
mean (less than) sufficient or (less than) necessary.
