Getting to sleep

Sleep is very important - in fact, it's just as
important for your body as eating and exercising.
If you don’t get enough sleep, then you won't be
able to enjoy yourself. Playing with friends, going
swimming or even watching DVDs will not be much
fun if you're tired.
