As the kind of guy who doesn’t need any particular itern of apparel
to get in touch with my inner animal spirit, I was skeptical when my
friend Steve started enthusing about the Three Wolf Moon T-shirt.
Brian Govern, & 32-year-old law student in Glassboro, N.J., had no
idea what he had started when he wrote a spof-om review on
Amazon.com of the T-shirt, which shows three wolves howling at the
moon. Employing the searky spirit of online humor, the review began:

“This item has wolves on it, which makes it intrinsically sweet, but
once I tried it on I bonded with it.” Like the buttesfly wings creating a
tornado, Mr. Govern inadvertently helped set off an almost impossible
marketing bonanza. The shirt has been Amazon’s top-selling item of
apparel every day since May 19, and it has merphed into one of those
instant icoas of Internet culture, “This is something a lot of companies
spend $100 million trying to do, and for us this just happened and we
embraced it easly on,” said Michael McGloin, an ait school dropout
and creator of the New Hampshire-based company that made the shirt.
“You could not dream of getting this woridwide notoriety for a T-shist,
but it became a viral visual,” Mr, McGloin said. Somehow the shirt
resonates with online buyers, inctuding geeks and serds who find it gp-
propriate for all occasions. No one seems to have any éssues with wolves.
Mr. McGloin says that wolves are perennial bestsellers, so the wolf spirit
had the potential to go viral, Still, to move from parody to icon at such
speed is tofally awesonte.
