But first of all, have you ever heard
of geocaching? It's a kind of treasure-hunting game that
5 uses a GPS device — usually your smartphone — to find small
contamers called geocaches. These are hidden all over the
wiorld — but usually people start with geocaches that are close
to their home. The great thing about geocaching is that it leads
you to some beautiful and amazing places that you probably
10 didn't know about. | can definitely recommend it - it's healthy
and it's fun. Although | should warmn you that it's also seriously
addictive!
So how does it work, exactly? Well, the first step is to go to
the geocaching website or download the geocaching app onto
15 your phone. Then you choose a geacache and you start looking.
People have been hiding geocaches for more than ten years, so
there are literally millions of them around the world, There are
sure to be some near your home, wherever you live. (There are
geocaches across all seven continents, including Antarctical )
a0 Some are very hard to find. They may be hidden beside a river,
up a tree, or even below the ground,
Geocaching is quite a new game: it began around the year

2000, However, similar games did exist in the past. For example,

in the middle of the 19th century, 2 game called 'letterboxing
15 became popular in the south of England. People who enjoyed

walking in the countryside began to hide boxes all along

the route. These boxes contained postcards addressed to

themselves, When othar walkers found a box, they collected the

cards and posted them. This often took many weeks, because
30 the boxes were often hidden in remote places, not by the paths,

In geocaching, the boxes don't contain postcards. They contain
a logbook, where the person who finds it can write their name
and the date, (They also record the find on the website) As well
as the loghook, geocaches often contain a tay or gift. You are
welcome to take this, provided you replace it with something
you have brought with you,

The basic game just invalves finding a geocache and recording it
online and in the logbook. However, there are lots of variations.
For example, there are multi-cache challenges, where each cache
contains the co-ordinates for the next cache, until you reach the 40
final cache containing the Ingbook. There are also ‘travelling
caches', where each person who finds the cache then hides it in
a different location and updates the infarmation on the wehsite,
And there are ‘webcam caches’. When you do these, you don't
find a physical container or legbeok; you find a public webcam
and then capture an image of yourself on the webcam as proof
that you have been suceessful. ('ve tried all of these types, and
personally, I've enjoyed the multi-cache challanges the most.
Geocaching is an activity you can do alone or, like me, with a
couple of friends, But there are also geocaching events where
you can get together with hundreds of other fans of the

game For example, the ‘Fumble after Dark” event is held

every November in Sweden and sounds like great fun. About

a thousand geocachers get together for a day of talks and
presentations about geocaching. And then they head outside into s
the dariness for some night-time adventures! 've been enjoying
my geocaching experiences so much that I'm serously thinking
about going to Fumble after Dark” next year. So why don't you
get into geocaching too, and | might see you there!

Thamas Coryat was nat one of those famous explorers who
found new trade routes or mapped unexplored temitory. But
in his time, he was an extremely well-known traveller and
writer, In fact, his writings about his extensive tours of Europe
and parts of Asia opened the eyes of many readers to the
geography and customs of other countries,

Bom in England in 1577, Coryat was educated at Winchester
College and Dxford. Not leng after he finished his education, he
was employed by Prince Henny the eldest son of King James T,
as a royal entertaines. This is evidence of his intelligence

and sense of humaur, which later Became more widaly known
through his travel writing,

In 1608, Coryat began a long tour of Europe, partly on foot.
The book that he published about the tour in 1811 gives

a lively picture of European life at the time. His book was
wxtremely popular, partly hecause peaple were very curious
about life in other countries. They also preferred reading
about semeone elie’s adventures to travelling, since travel
was difficult and dangerous at the Hime. Later the same year,
Coryat published a second bock giving mose details about his
Joumey.

Unable to settle down for long, in 1612 Coryat started on
another tour. This time he decided to go beyond Europe, and
eventually travelled to the sastern Mediterranean, Persia and
India. He sent home detailed letters descritring his experiences
and observations. Thesa were publishad while he was still
abroad, [f he had lived longer, he would certainly have
published a book about this trip, but his life was cut short by
illness in 1617,

ot anly were Coryat's writings entertaining and very popular,
but they alsa influsnced society in unexpectad ways. Peopla
say that he brought the table fork to the attention of English
society, and that he introduced the word 'umbrella’ into

the English language. Mis work is alsa important to music
histerians — a lot of their knowledge of Venetian musicians
and composers of the time depends on his accounts.

Britain has always been a mixture of different naticnalites and cultures,
Tha country itself is made up of four nations - England, Scotland, Wales
and Marthern Ireland - each with s own cultural heritage. Back in the
17th cantury, Britain became a global power and gained an enarmous
empira, By the 1920s, the empire was home to 458 milllon people — a fifth
of the world's population! But forty years later, mast of the colonies had
gained their independencs, and immigrants from Britain's former colenies
had bagun to arive in the LK and confribute o its multicultural society,
The longest-established sthnic minority in Britain
Is the black Caribbean population. After the
Second Warld War, there was a labour shorage
in the UK and peopls from Jamaica and Trinidad,
former British colonies, were encouraged to
come and work in Britain, In 1948, five hundrad
came over an the steamship Empire Windrush,
and throughout the following decade, t

more arrvad. Many immigrants sxperisncad
same form of racism at that time, However,
Carbbean culture - espacialy food and musical
. styles such as ska and reggae - gradually
became part of British life. The Notting Hill
Carnival - the biggest street festival in Europe —
was started by Carlbbean immigrants.

Another wave of immigration to the UK occurred in the 1960s and 1970s.
India and Pakistan were formerfy part of the British Empire, and many
peaple arrived from those countries, In previous decades, Indians and
Pakistanis had also gone to work in Brifish colonies in Africa. But after
those African countries gained independence, Asians were forced to leave
and came 1o the UK.

British public schools

In the UE, 93% of children go to state schools, which are funded by the
government. The remaining 7% go to private schools, which the government
does not fund or contral. The students pay fees to attend these schoals. A small
group of very old private schools are, confusingly, known as ‘public schools”.
These include Eton College, which has educated ninetesn British Prime Ministers
over the past three canturies - as well as many other famous pecple from around
the world, including Prince William and Prince Harry, actor Hugh Laurie and the

former king of Nepal.

Tomany peaple, thess public schools seam very odd and oid-tashioned, with their
strange uniforms and confusing traditions. For example, all of the public schools
divide the academic year into three terms. At Eton College, these are called
‘halves', but at Charterhouse they're called ‘quarters’ (and the shortest of the

threa is known as the ‘long quarter’).

Although private schoals seem irralevant to most Britieh peopls, the influence

they have on society is very resl, That is because a very large number of paople in
important positions attended these schools, including 71% of senior judges and 62%
of senior officers in the armed forces. Some people even argue that the UK parliament
does nat represent the country becausa 32% of MPs are pnvately educated.

Helen Heller was bom in 1880 in Alabama, with the ability
to beth see and hear, like any normal child. She began to
speak when she was six months old and to walk at the

age of one, But six months iater, she contracted a senous
lliness, possibly meningitis. After she had recovered, her
mother noticed that Helen didn't react to sounds, or when
she waved her hand in front of Helen's face. The lliness had
left her both deaf and bilind.

As she grew up, she leamed to communicate with the
daughter of the family cook using sign language that they
inverted together, But Helen was an unhappy child and
often flaw INto a rage. Her mother was very patient with har
and tried to help her. She had read about the successful
education of another deaftlind child, and when Helen was
seven she contacted a special schoal for blind children in
Boston. The director of the school suggested that Helen
work with Anne Sullivan, who was herself visually impaired
and a recent graduate of the school. It was the beginning of
a 4%year relationship between pupll and teacher.

Anne travelled to Heler's home and immediately began
teaching her ‘Mnger-spelling’: spelling oul words on the palm
of Helen's hand. The first word she tried to teach her was
‘doll' - Anne had brought Helen a doll as a present. But
Helen could not make the connection betwaen the letters
and tha objects and became very frustrated. After about a
manth, there was a t ugh.
