You can come here to explore

fauna and flora of the area. There are 450 plant species and 50 rare plants, 177 species of birds, 38 species of

mammals, 5 species of reptiles and amphibians and 21 fish. In the Taiga forest you can see pine, birch and larch



trees. Flocks of geese, swans and ducks live and feed in the park. There are also bears, reindeer, wolves and lynx,
white-tailed eagles and golden

eagles, water mice, mink and otters. Lots of herbs and cranberries grow near the Ileksa river and are used to make
medicines. In autumn, people come here to collect mushrooms and in summer to experience the ‘white nights’. We
learn in the camp to do practical things to take care of Nature. We try to clean springs and paths. We also learn the
rules of being in the middle of the forest.
